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I n the 1950’s or early 60’s, 

when my family still had a 

black and white TV, when 

the first documentary was made 

of The Holocaust, I remember 

watching it intensely with my 

parents. Ever since then I have 

had an existing pain in my 

heart for the 6 million Jews who 

were exterminated by the Nazis. 

Perhaps it’s because I’m 100 

percent German. But yet none 

of my ancestors were involved 

with the dastardly deeds. My 

mother’s family was some of the 

earliest migrants to the U.S., 

coming through New Orleans up 

to St. Louis and settling just 

south of there in 1844, just a 

few years after the first boats 

came in 1837. My father’s fami-

ly came through Baltimore, 

heading straight west until 

they became farmers in Ne-

braska in the late 1800’s. My 

Grandpa from Missouri actual-

ly went to Germany, fighting 

against his own people in World 

War I. He was shot in the ear 

and sent home. And by the way, 

he never, ever talked about the 

War. My father, likewise, went 

to Germany during WWII. He 

was stationed in Stuttgart, 

where he shared that he had 

life pretty good, oftentimes rid-

ing in a jeep with a full-bird 

Colonel as his interpreter, since 

Dad was fluent in German. For 

many, many years, my family 

exchanged Christmas gifts with 

the Albrecht Karg family from 

Stuttgart, whose home my Dad 

and his American GI’s occu-

pied. During my Junior year in 

high school I was given a term-

paper assignment: I wrote on 

the Berlin Wall. Albrecht Karg 

sent me a large map and much 

information, including details 

of tunnels and places where 

East Berliners tried to escape 

over the Wall. Over the years, 

I’ve watched just about every 

documentary about The Holo-

caust. In 2007 I was privileged 

to tour the Anne Frank Home 

in Amsterdam, where her fami-

ly safely hid hundreds of Jews 

during WWII. Three years ear-

lier, in 2004, Pastor Anderegg, 

Sara, my daughter Carla, my-

self, and about 76 other Luther-

ans toured Germany, following 

the footsteps of Martin Luther. 

But we also toured The 

Dauchau Concentration Camp, 

a site I will never forget. Pre-

served there is one of the bunk-

houses, where people were 

crammed into like sardines, 

with less space between the 

bunks than on submarines. But 

the two most eery places at 

Dauchau was the Gas Cham-

ber, followed by the Crematori-

um. I can still smell the awful 

stinch of dead bodies burned 4 

at a time in the large furnace.

What an experience to see one of the many Concentration Camps Hit-

ler used to kill the Jews. Author Tim Townsend, in his book, Mission 

at Nuremberg, tells how Henry Gerecke, a U.S. Army Chaplain at the 

end of WW II, was sent to minister to the most despised sinners on the 

planet: The 21 Nazi officials charged with crimes against the Jewish 

people at the infamous Nuremberg Trials. When Gerecke was notified, 

his boss told him that it was the most unpopular assignment around, 

and that he didn’t have to go. And because of his age, Gerecke could 

have gotten out of the assignment. But after days of prayer, he came to 

see the situation in a different light. “Slowly,” he said, “those men be-

came to me just lost souls whom I was being asked to help.  

It’s not the calling of a medical doctor to assign blame and punish-

ment, but rather to heal and to help. And it’s not the healthy who need 

a doctor, but the sick. So, Chaplain Gerecke went to do what may have 

been the most unpopular job on the planet, a job for which he would 

later be condemned by people who were convinced of their moral supe-

riority. When Jesus said that it’s not 

the healthy who need a doctor, but 

the sick, many of the Jewish people 

who heard Him that day knew He 

was the doctor they needed, and that 

their need was more than just physi-

cal. But a group called the Pharisees 

were skeptical about Jesus. They 

were convinced of their moral superi-

ority. If you have walked with Jesus, 

you know the relief that comes when 

you surrender your moral superiori-

ty, when you stop looking down on 

other people and sit down at the ta-

ble with them, as a forgiven sinner 

no better than the next guy. But even 

then, you may not be able to shake 

the skepticism. It’s hard to under-

stand how Jesus can offer forgiveness 

and healing and friendship to people 

like them. Eleven of the Nazi agents tried at Nuremberg were justly 

sentenced to death for their crimes. And seven of them, before they 

were executed, through the ministry of Henry Gerecke and the other 

chaplain assigned, confessed their sins and turned to Jesus for for-

giveness. I don’t understand how Jesus can do it—through His life and 

death, through His resurrection and promised return—I don’t under-

stand how He can heal the sickness and consequences of those sins—of 

all sins. I don’t understand it. But I’m grateful for it. Especially as I 

see that sickness in me. The Season of Lent is rapidly approaching. I 

hope you will take advantage of the many hours of preparation that 

Pastor Anderegg will put into preparing the midweek services. Surely 

we owe it to the Lord to worship Him as often as possible when we con-

sider what He did for us on Good Friday. He voluntarily went to the 

“Gas Chamber” on our behalf. We can never thank Him enough for His 

sacrifice, but we can give Him due praise and thanksgiving. May the 

Holy Spirit put that kind of love and fervor into our hearts.

y chess career can be summed up in four words: I lost. A lot. 

It was about a year ago that a pastor from Canada sent me 

the story from which this devotion is derived. It begins with a 

chess champion looking intently at an art gallery painting. The cham-

pion was interested because the theme of the painting was (you 

guessed it) chess. More specifically, the painting showed a chess match 

between a young man and the devil. It seems the two were playing for 

the man’s soul. If the faces in the picture could be believed, the man 

was in a panic as the devil makes his final move. The title of the paint-

ing was “Checkmate.” The chess champion looked at the picture for a 

solid minute, then two, then five. Finally, he turned to the curator of 

the art institute and said, “I’ve got some good news for the man in the 

picture. He still has a 

move to make.” From 

what I’ve seen, there are a 

lot of people who feel life 

is a hopeless thing. They 

feel afraid, discouraged, 

alone. The devil has con-

vinced them there’s no 

more moves to be made. 

But that is not so. The 

grand and long-

anticipated birth of the 

Savior in Bethlehem says 

the devil doesn’t get the 

last move. Indeed, the crucifixion and resurrection of the Savior say 

the devil has already lost. Of course, some folks don’t believe it, and 

the devil’s certainly not going to come clean and get honest. He’s not 

going to confess he’s lost. That’s our job. To invite the world to go and 

see this thing which has come to pass which the Lord has told us 

about. They’re out there, you know -- the lost. Won’t you invite them? 

The worst they can do is say, “Mind your own business.”

Witnessing Brings You Into God’s Joy 

“And when he comes home, he 

calls together his friends and his 

neighbors, saying to them, “Rejoice 

with me, for I have found my sheep 

that was lost.”

T 
here’s one thing that can encourage or motivate us to accept God’s 

invitation to share in His mission as witnesses of Jesus.  Not guilt 

or shame, but the opportunity to share in God’s joy. Over and over 

God expresses His joy in being reconciled with His people. In the Old 

Testament, we see God’s joy in being reconciled with Israel. Even after 

they had been rebellious and unfaithful, God rejoices when He gathers 

them into His presence and restores them with His forgiveness. His 

love for people is irrational – but it is real! God’s joy is found in the 

New Testament as well. Jesus highlighted this joy when He told the 

three “lost and found” parables in Luke 15. There was great joy when 

the lost sheep, the lost coin, and the lost son were restored. “Rejoice 

with me” was the joyful invitation of the shepherd and woman, and a 

festive celebration was the joyful response of the lost son’s father. Such 

joy is ours when we join the Lord in His work to seek and save the lost. 

“Come share My joy” is the joyful invitation of our Shepherd when He 

gathers His sheep. We know that we will experience God’s joy after we 

die and enter into the fullness of eternal life, and we may occasionally 

catch a glimpse of God’s joy as we live out our lives in this world. Wit-

nessing is a way for us to experience God’s joy while we remain on 

earth as we respond to His call and serve the Lord in His work of seek-

ing and saving the lost.

S ewardship 

E 
verything we have and eve-
rything we are is a gift of 
God’s providential care. We 

understand that we’re not islands 
unto ourselves, that we could not 
exist without those who have gone 
before us and are alongside us. God 
has given us forefathers in family, 
country, and faith. We are recipi-
ents of what God worked through 
them. We know that God provides 
for our well-being through these 
means. 

He gives us farmers and ranchers 
of all sorts so that we can eat. But 
more than that God created and 
gave us all the things that those 
farmers and ranchers cultivate. He 
gave us the corn, the beans, the 
wheat, the cows for milking, the 
steers for grilling. He gave each of 
those things, properties for our 
nourishment and sustenance. With-
out God creating and instilling in 
those things their taste and their 
nutritional value, we would not ex-
ist. 

He gives us doctors, surgeons, 
nurses, and hospitals. He gives us 
medicine and medical instruments. 
Again, he gave us all things that go 
into making those medicines and 
medical instruments. He instilled in 
those things the properties that can 
be utilized for that purpose. Without 
God creating and instilling those 
healing properties into those things, 
and without God creating the ability 
within man to find this out and 
press it into service of our medical 
needs, we would not enjoy the kind 
of health we do now. 

But there’s more. He gives us 
gainful employment through our 
employers and provides for the ne-
cessities of life through the labor of 
our hands: “Then Moses said to the 
people of Israel, ‘See, the Lord has 
called by name Bezalel the son of 
Uri, son of Hur, of the tribe of Ju-

God’s Providential Care 
Judah; and he has filled him with 
the Spirit of God, with skill, with 
intelligence, with knowledge, and 
with all craftsmanship, to devise 
artistic designs, to work in gold and 
silver and bronze, in cutting stones 
for setting, and in carving wood, for 
work in every skilled craft. And he 
has inspired him to teach, both him 
and Oholiab the son of Ahisamach 
of the tribe of Dan.’ ” (Exodus 
35:30–34) 

And one step back from that, He 
has created and given us hands. And 
attached to those hands are arms 
with strength. He created us with 

minds in order to make those arms 
and hands move to accomplish the 
work set before us. And He has 
given us reason and senses. That 
mind, because of the reason God 
has instilled in it, is able to work 
through difficult problems before 
we press those arms and hands into 
labor. It allows us to grapple with 
concepts and run through scenarios 
instead of having to experience 
every situation personally. It al-
lows us to learn from the mistakes 
as well as the accomplishments of 
others. This can be done for our 
entire body, all our skills and tal-
ents, everything that makes us … 
us. So that everything we have 
AND everything we are is a gift 
from Him. This is what we confess 
in the First Article of the Creed 
when we say that we believe in 

God the Father Almighty, maker of 
heaven and earth. 

But that is just the First Article 
of the Creed. We confess two more 
articles that deal with God’s provi-
sion for our spiritual well-being. 
That He sent His son to die and be 
raised on the third day for our jus-
tification. That He delivers that 
justification through the Means of 
Grace (Baptism, preaching, the 
Word of God, and the Lord’s Sup-
per). And to give you those Means 
of Grace, He gives pastors and 
teachers, etc. Again, this could be 
expanded and expounded upon. So 
that literally everything that we 
have and everything that we are – 
in this life and the next – is an in-
expressible gift from God. 

And it is for this, all of this, that 
we give thanks. And that is what 
stewardship is all about – giving 
thanks for God’s provision for us. 
To give thanks is more than having 
an attitude of gratitude, more than 
just a feeling in our hearts. It is an 
action. It begins in the heart, but it 
doesn’t stay there. It works its way 
out through the mouth in praise for 
God’s gifts and in love and charity 
through the hands to our neighbors 
in family, country, and church. 
“For all this is my duty to thank 
and praise, serve and obey 
him” (Luther’s Small Catechism, 
16). 

So give thanks to God for His 
inexpressible gift – for everything 
we have and everything we are. Do 
this not in word only but also in 
deed.

3 rd Article Apologetics  

The Holy Spirit  
Continued 

A 
s noted last month, the existence of the Holy Spirit is evident in 

the works He performs. It is seen in the lives that have been 

touched by Him. C. S. Lewis explains in his book Mere Christi-

anity when he talks about early church and the three-personal God: 

“People already had vague idea of God. Then came a man who claimed 

to be God, and yet He was not the sort of man one could dismiss as a 

lunatic. He made people believe in Him. They met Him again after 

they had seen Him killed. And then, after they had formed a small so-

ciety, they found God somehow inside them as well, directing them, 

making them able to do things they could not do before. They then 

found that they had arrived at the Christian definition of the three-

personal God.” 

Since the earliest days of Christianity, the Holy Spirit has directed 

its growth through the gifts He imparts. Jesus tells His disciples to 

“teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, Son, and 

Holy Spirit.” Matt. 28:19. Lu-

ther, in his explanation of the 

third article, points out that 

the Holy Spirit is true God 

with Divine names (Spirit of 

God), attributes (omni-

presence, omniscience, eterni-

ty, holiness), works, honor and 

glory. He sanctifies (includes 

everything He does in us) and 

justifies by calling us to faith 

by the Gospel, that is He has 

invited us to partake of 

Christ’s blessings. He enlight-

ens us with His gifts, that is, 

He gives us the saving 

knowledge of Jesus, our Sav-

ior, so that we trust and believe, and rejoice and take comfort in Him. 

This is called conversion or regeneration, with the Gospel as the 

means, whereby the Holy Spirit offers us the blessings and works in 

our hearts that faith by which we accept Christ and His salvation. 

These works are powerful. The Spirit enabled the disciples to preach 

His Word that brought thousands to faith; to do mighty works and 

even perform miracles. His power is evident today as millions are 

brought into faith – many face extreme persecution and the threat of 

death. As Luther tells us, “The Holy Spirit calls, gathers, enlightens, 

and sanctifies the whole Christian Church on earth and keeps it with 

Jesus Christ in the one true faith.”  So, we can see that the presence of 

the Holy Spirit in the lives of Christians, for it is He who gives us the 

saving knowledge of Jesus. This is most certainly true.
