On November 1st, we celebrate the feast of
two remarkable brothers who lived during the
early years of the Christian Church. Cosmas
and Damian were born of wealthy parents in
Asia Minor who gave their sons the best educa-
tion in the Roman Empire. They were interested
in medicine and became physicians at an early
age. During this same time, the two brothers
also became Christians. Their unique combina-
tion of medicine and prayer attracted the at-
tention of many. Through their commitment to
Christ they endeavored to become healers not
only of the body, but of the soul as well. Conse-
quently, their fame spread and they soon devel-
oped a reputation as being miracle-workers who
could heal with an herb as well as with a prayer.

About this same time, the brothers made a
most unique pledge: they pledged not to take

any money for their services. They healed thou-
sands of people from diseases of body and soul
and never accepted anything for their efforts.
Their reputation spread even more rapidly as
they became known as “unmercenaries”— some-
one who does not expect payment of any kind in
return for services rendered.

In a sense, each of us can become unmerce-
naries in the same spirit as were Saints Cosmas
and Damian. Each of us can freely give some-
thing of ourselves without expecting anything
in return. Perhaps we can give our time to a
person in need without expecting an equal fa-
vor in return. Perhaps we can freely give advice
without being offended if it is not followed. Or,
perhaps we can give the gift of forgiveness with-
out receiving an apology in return.

Bishop Theodore Romzha - Oct. 31st
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The Servant of God Bishop Theodore Romzha was born on 14 April 1911, in the village of Veliky Bychkiv, Transcarpathia. From 1930-1933, he studied philosophy in Rome and completed his theological education also in Rome from 1933-1937, culminating in a Licentiate. Shortly thereafter, he became an administrator of the parish in Berezovo. Beginning in 1939, he was a professor of philosophy at the seminary in Uzhorod. On 24 September 1944, he was ordained to the episcopacy for the Mukachevo eparchy. During the Red Army presence in the Carpathian region of Ukraine, he was tireless in his defence of the rights of the Catholic Church there. On 27 October 1947, the Soviets attempted to kill Bishop Romzha. Heavily wounded, he was taken to the hospital in Mukachiv, where he was subsequently poisoned and died on 1 November 1947.

St. Winefride - Nov. 3rd
St. Winefride was a maiden of noble birth who lived in North Wales in the seventh century. The niece and spiritual daughter of St. Beuno, she entered the Monastery of Gwytherin after his death, where she lived under the spiritual direction of St. Eleril. 

The son of a neighboring chieftan, Caradoc, demanded that Winefride submit herself to him. When she refused, he pursued her and struck off her head with a sword. The spot where her head fell became known as Holywell, because of the appearance of a healing spring for those who would take its waters with faith. Holywell remains a great place of pilgrimage in Britain to this day.
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
