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February the world celebrates 

Valentine's Day by attempting 

to let those they love know by 

their gifts, cards, and words of 

love. Jesus indicates to us how 

we need to love in Matthew 

Chapter Five which is different 

than the world’s way. Love is 

something we live daily. 

Matthew 5:43-48 (NKJV) “You 

have heard that it was said, 

‘You shall love your neighbor 

and hate your enemy.’ But I 

say to you, love your enemies, 

bless those who curse you, do 

good to those who hate you, 

and pray for those who spite-

fully use you and persecute 

you, that you may be sons of 

your Father in heaven; for He 

makes His sun rise on the evil 

and on the good, and sends 

rain on the just and on the un-

just. For if you love those who 

love you, what reward have 

you? Do not even the tax col-

lectors do the same? And if 

you greet your brethren only, 

what do you do more than oth-

ers? Do not even the tax col-

lectors do so? Therefore, you 

shall be perfect, just as your 

Father in heaven is perfect.” 

Usually, when we think of 

neighbors, we only think about 

people who belong to our 

family, or group of friends Je-

sus is saying our neighbors 

are all people. We are to love 

everyone just as God extends 

His love to all. We need to 

actively seek the well-being of 

others, regardless of the 

harm they seek to inflict. 

Matthew Chapter Five in-

structs us to love, bless, do 

good, and pray even to those 

who do not treat us kindly. 

We are to respond to all peo-

ple in love, not retaliation. 

When we love in this manner, 

we show that Jesus is truly 

the Lord of our lives as we 

reflect His character. 

It is easier to love those who 

love us in return, that comes 

naturally. As a follower of Je-

sus, we live by a different 

standard than the world. We 

are to be different than the 

world. It might seem impossi-

ble but by the grace (God’s 

enabling ability) of the Holy 

Spirit, we walk in love and 

pray for those who do not 

treat us kindly or desire to 

harm us. 

Do we love without limit? If 

our standards are no different 

than the world how can we 

impact the world? Romans 

12:14 (NKJV) “Bless those who 

persecute you; bless and do 

not curse.” I Peter 3:9 (AMP) 

“Never return evil for evil or in-

sult for insult (scolding, tongue-

lashing, berating), but on the 

contrary blessing [praying for 

their welfare, happiness, and 

protection, and truly pitying and 

loving them]. For know that to 

this you have been called, that 

you may yourselves inherit a 

blessing [from God—that you 

may obtain a blessing as heirs, 

bringing welfare and happiness 

and protection].” The greatest 

challenge to loving others is 

when we feel like we were 

wronged. 

What is happening in our world 

today? Conflicts are caused 

when one group wrongs anoth-

er and then they dedicate the 

rest of their existence to repay-

ing that wrong. The real test of 

our love when we are wronged 

is to demonstrate compassion. 

It is for our own best interest or 

sake to love others, so if you 

do not love for the other per-

son’s sake, then do it for your-

self. One aspect of sin is the 

refusal to love others. An ex-

ample of love that Jesus gives 

is that of the good Samaritan

Recipe Corner 

 
White Chocolate-
Strawberry Snack Mix 
 

Ingredients 
• One 1.2-ounce bag freeze-

dried strawberries (about 1 
1/2 cups) 

• 1 cup confectioners' sugar 
• 5 cups crisp rice cereal 

squares, such as Rice Chex 
• 4 cups honey whole-grain oat cereal, such as Honey Nut 

Cheerios 
• Three 4-ounce bars white chocolate, chopped 
• 1 cup pink candy-coated chocolates, such as pink M&M's 
• 1/4 cup red and white sprinkles, such as Jumbo Hearts and 

sprinkles 
 

Directions 
Pulse the freeze-dried strawberries in a food processor until very 
finely ground and powdered in texture. Alternatively, place in a 
resealable bag and crush with your hands or a rolling pin until 
very finely and evenly ground and powdered in texture. Transfer 
to a small bowl and whisk in the confectioners' sugar until com-
bined. Set aside. 
 
Pour the crisp rice cereal squares and honey whole-grain oat ce-
real into a large bowl. Put the chopped white chocolate in a medi-
um microwave safe bowl. Microwave at 50% power in 15-second 
intervals, stirring occasionally, until just melted and smooth, about 
1 minute. Pour the melted chocolate over the cereal mixture, then 
gently toss with a rubber spatula until evenly coated. Pour the 
strawberry-sugar mixture over the chocolate-coated cereal, then 
toss again until every piece is nicely coated and pink. Stir in the 
candy-coated chocolate and sprinkles. Store in an airtight con-
tainer for up to 5 days.

Sometimes things seem bleak, 
or we feel like we are in the 
darkest time of our lives. There 
are times when nothing seems 
to be working.  Perhaps it ap-
pears that all odds are against 
us.  Maybe people in your life for 
years are suddenly no longer a 
part of your life.  We might feel 
as if pressure is mounting in our 
lives.  Conceivably we do not 
seem to have any answers for 
anything and wonder why me. 
What do you do in times like 
these?  We do not lose hope 
and there is something we can 
do as believers, it is the answer 
in life, and we must trust the 
Lord. 

Trusting the Lord means we 
have confidence in Him.  We 
lean and rely on Him.  We trust 
that He is all-powerful and all-
knowing, and He is always with 
us by His Spirit.  The Lord God 
is always the answer to every-
thing we face. So by the Holy 
Spirit, we can have guidance 
and instruction and He will lead 
us. The Holy Spirit will give us 
strength and grace (God’s ena-
bling ability). The Holy Spirit is 
our comforter and helper.  We 
need to depend on Him in all 
aspects of our life. 

In every aspect of our lives, it 
comes down to trusting the Lord. 
Psalm 118:8 (KJV) “It is better to 
trust in the Lord than to put con-
fidence in man.”  Psalm 20:7 
(AMP) “Some trust in and boast 
of chariots and some of horses, 
but we will trust in and boast of 
the name of the Lord our God.”  
It is saying some trust in their 
natural abilities or arm of the 
flesh (intellect) but we need to 

trust in God.  The verse states 
in the name of the Lord our 
God. God’s name is His nature 
and character.  The things of 
the world will not see us 
through, but the Lord will see 
us through. 

Instead of focusing on the 
bleakness of situations we 
need to focus on the Lord.  
How can we focus on Him? We 
can begin to pray and praise 
Him.  What comes to mind is 
Paul and Silas in the midnight 
hour (darkest time) in prison.  
What were they doing?  Pray-
ing and praising God.  They 
were not bemoaning their situ-
ation.  Not complaining about 
why me God.  As they prayed 
and praised God moved sud-
denly on their behalf.   

The Word of God states all 
things are possible to those 
who believe.  We could say all 
things are possible to them that 
trust the Lord.  Trusting in God 
is believing He can and will 
work.  We need to remind our-
selves that nothing is too hard 
or difficult for the Lord.  His 
arm is never too short.  What is 
impossible with men is possi-
ble with God.  God will never 
fail us. 

We have numerous promises 
in the Word of God to see us 
through.  Hebrews 4:16 (NKJV) 
“Let us therefore come boldly 
to the throne of grace, that we 
may obtain mercy and find 
grace to help in time of need.”  
Satan desires to discourage us 
from coming to the Lord.  We 
can come with confidence any-
time. It says we can find help in 
times of need. The Amplified 

Bible says well-timed help. He 
will not ignore us.  God provides 
help in our time of need. It does 
not matter what it is.  We need 
to realize that we need God eve-
ry minute, every hour, and every 
day.  

I Corinthians 10:13 (AMP) “For 
no temptation (no trial regarded 
as enticing to sin), [no matter 
how it comes or where it leads] 
has overtaken you and laid hold 
on you that is not common to 
man [that is, no temptation or 
trial has come to you that is be-
yond human resistance and that 
is not adjusted and adapted and 
belonging to human experience, 
and such as man can bear]. But 
God is faithful [to His Word and 
His compassionate nature], and 
He [can be trusted] not to let you 
be tempted and tried and as-
sayed beyond your ability and 
strength of resistance and power 
to endure, but with the tempta-
tion He will [always] also provide 
the way out (the means of es-
cape to a landing place), that 
you may be capable and strong 
and powerful to bear up under it 
patiently.”  Sometimes we think 
our situations are unique or spe-
cial, but they are not.  The prom-
ise here is that God can be trust-
ed to provide the way out.  We 
need to trust Him and stand on 
the Word.  We stand on the 
Word by doing it.
