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It is easy to become indifferent
to our selfishness, wrong
thoughts, bad attitudes, inap-
propriate behavior, and uncon-
trolled speech. As individuals,
it is easy to overlook our faults.
Most people are usually re-
sistant to change. Are we re-
sistant to the Holy Spirit and
the Word of God? The Holy
Spirit is always trying to lead
us into truth. Too often, we do
not like the truth because we
do not want to admit we have
an issue in our lives. We can
never grow in the Lord and
move on, if we resist the Holy
Spirit. Instead, we need to say
show me Holy Sprit what
needs to be changed in me.
Are we mindful of things of
God, His ways, principles,
standards and methods or are
we mindful of the world and its
ways? Are we trying to live
with one foot in the world
(natural, carnal man)? Are we
thinking and acting according
to the carnal, fleshly life or the
Spirit?

If we have determined to do
certain things, we have a mind-
set. It determines how we act,
affects our viewpoint, shapes,
influences, and dominates us.
Is our mind set on the things of
the Spirit or self?
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Accept the Truth

Romans 8:5-11 (NKJV) 5 For
those who live according to
the flesh set their minds on
the things of the flesh, but
those who live according to
the Spirit, the things of the
Spirit. For to be carnally
minded is death, but to be
spiritually minded is life and
peace. Because the carnal
mind is enmity against God;
for it is not subject to the law
of God, nor indeed can

be. So then, those who are in
the flesh cannot please

God. But you are notin the
flesh but in the Spirit, if in-
deed the Spirit of God dwells
in you. Now if anyone does
not have the Spirit of Christ,
he is not His. And if Christ is
in you, the body is dead be-
cause of sin, but the Spirit is
life because of righteousness.
11 But if the Spirit of Him who
raised Jesus from the dead
dwells in you, He who raised
Christ from the dead will also
give life to your mortal bodies
through His Spirit who dwells
in you. Therefore, brethren,
we are debtors—not to the
flesh, to live according to the
flesh. For if you live accord-
ing to the flesh you will die;
but if by the Spirit you put to
death the deeds of the body,
you will live. For as many as
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are led by the Spirit of God,
these are sons of God.”

We can easily determine are
we are being led by the Holy
Spirit, where are our thoughts,
attitudes, behavior and speech.
Those areas are a battle
ground for the Spirit and the
flesh. Often our flesh is just in
rebellion to God, His Word and
Spirit because we desire things
to be our way, selfishness or
we do not want to change or
admit we need to change. We
just do not want to submit to
God, His Word and ways.
When those areas are in the
flesh, we hold ourselves in
bondage. Being led of the Ho-
ly Spirit will bring change, life
and peace. Are we choosing
bondage or life?

When we are unwilling to ac-
cept the Truth of God’s Word
and change, we are deceiving
ourselves. Even if our flesh
does good, and if we are not
submitted to the Lord, we are
not really trusting Him nor can
we truly please Him. We al-
ways need to be open and re-
sponsive to the Holy Spirit. We
have the Holy Spirit to help us
daily, to more Christ-like, sub-
mitted to God and the Word, to
His ways, principles and stand-
ards. The Holy Spirit will al-
ways direct us towards the

Recipe Corner

Red, White and Blue Fruit Salad

Ingredients:

e 1 cup sliced fresh ginger (from one 4-inch piece)

e 4tablespoons honey

e Zestof 1lime plus 2 tablespoons fresh lime
juice

e 8 cups 1-inch watermelon cubes (about 1/2
small seedless watermelon)

e 1/2 cup shredded and sweetened coconut

e 1 cup blueberries

Directions:

Combine the ginger, honey and 1 cup water in a

small saucepan. Bring to a boil, remove from

the heat and let sit until cooled to room temperature. Drain, discarding the ginger,

and stir in the lime juice.

Put the watermelon in a large bowl, and add the ginger-honey syrup. Cover and re-
frigerate to chill, at least 1 hour up to 4 hours, tossing the watermelon occasionally.
Meanwhile, preheat the oven to 350 degrees F. Spread the coconut out on a baking
sheet, and bake until lightly golden, 6 to 8 minutes; let cool.

When ready to serve, drain most of the liquid off the watermelon. Add the blueber-
ries and lime zest, and toss to combine. Sprinkle with the toasted coconut.

In a bowl, whisk together the balsamic, lemon juice, and olive oil. Taste for season-

ing. Set aside.

Place the tomatoes on a flat surface. Cut the smaller ones in half and the larger ones
into slices. Arrange all of them in a single layer, flesh side up. Season them with salt,
black pepper and sugar. Drizzle the tomatoes with the dressing. Toss them with the
tarragon and strawberries.
