La asamblea de 1813 decreto la “libertad de vien-
tres”, de modo que todo hijo de los escasos esclavos
negros que habitaban en Argentina naceria libre en lo
sucesivo. La libertad juridica universal se consagré en
la Constitucion Nacional-sancionada en 1853-que pro-
hibe la esclavitud. Es decir, quien someta a una per-
sona a servidumbre para que ejerza contra su voluntad cualquier
actividad, comete un crimen constitucional.

Entre 1875 y mediados del siglo XX, la prostitucion se ejercia bajo el
control de los municipios y la policia.

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90 Shots Fired hy Akron, Ohio Cops
60 Shots Hit Unarmed Black Victim
100s Call for Justice
0 Charges and Justice So Far

It's not uncommon that the media portrays mur-
dered, unarmed black victims as the initial threat
to cops' lives. Too many times these traffic
stops due to minor infractions turn out deadly for
black Americans. On June 27, 2022, 25-year-
old Jaylan Walker was murdered by eight Akron,
Ohio cops concerning an equipment violation.
There was no threat to the cops' lives when they
decided to viciously hunt this fleeing young man

by shooting at him 90 times — with 60 of those
shots striking and killing him; of the 60 shots, it was revealed that
there were 46 entrance wounds in Jaylan's autopsy. When someone
is fleeing, they are not posing a threat to law enforcement; they are
fearing for their life, though being defiant at the same time; this defi-
ance unfortunately contains a high-speed police chase that was
shortlived. In Ohio, it's a felony to flee law enforcement — not a death
sentence. In Tennessee v. Garner, the Supreme Court ruled that an
officer can't use deadly force to make a fleeing citizen comply with
their demands.

Video footage has been released of Jaylan's murder. There
has been some commentary from some media outlets stating that
the first shots that were fired came from Walker's vehicle, though
prosecutor, Robert (Bobby) DiCello, from the Dicello-Levit Law Firm,
watched the footage and was present at wkyc studios to speak and
specifically made a statement that's in direct conflict of the murder-
ous officers' statement, which was “Walker's actions posed a deadly
threat.” Dicello stated: “the shooting is not justified based on what
the video shows. The video's actually important, because it makes
absolutely clear he makes no gesture, he doesn't point at them, he
doesn't stop and turn towards them, he doesn't square his shoulders
to them. He's seen running away when the gunfire erupts. That's it.”
Dicello mentioned then states, “the public's going to be most both-
ered by the violence. This is tough to say. There's a lot of gunfire. It
sounds like fireworks are going off, as if you opened a pack of fire-
works and the most difficult thing for the community is gonna be
watching the body fall; that happens, too.” When the police depart-
ment lies about how they intentionally killed an unarmed man, the
public should not trust another word that they speak.

Jaylan's murder was absolutely overkilll The video footage
shows that Jaylan was still being shot at once he had succumbed to

the bullets by falling to the ground nearly motionless. With this dis-
turbing visual knowledge, there is great concern and calls for justice.
Has there been any accountability for the officers? There are no
news releases speaking on the matter; this may change at some
point, but how much more outcry or prosecution demands will it take
before this happens?

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The Supreme Court of the United
States of America has just struck
down 50 years of federal abortion
rights. Of the nine fossil members
who are in charge of the supreme
court, 5 voted against abortion and
4 voted in favor of abortion as con-
stitutional right. Thanks to this retro-
grade and discriminatory decision
against women, most states are expected to make
abortion illegal. This right, being removed federally,
leaves it up to each state to decide if it's legal or
not. But it also saves a federal monies from being
spent on abortion procedures. In Puerto Rico it is
still legal and today the island's supreme court has
announced its decision to leave the law as it is and
not prohibit abortion.

Some local legislators still want to change that right
for women but have found a very active group that
opposes changing the law.

We suspect that the rights of LGBTQ people are the next to be re-
moved, which would be another step by the conservatives who com-
mitted to former President Trump and the Republican Party to
change things and take away rights to be able to marry, adopt a
child and have rights law between same-sex couples.

The discrimination is very similar to the time of the Puritans when
they tied to a tree and set fire to women who were accused of prac-
ticing witchcraft.

Third, that people
who want to have
an abortion will go
to Canada where
it is legal to have
an abortion. In
any case, remov-
ing the right to
abortion is not
going to stop the
problem. What it
does is create
more health prob-
lems and death
among poor
women who are
Hispanic, African
American, and
other races.
Fourth, they put
the doctor in a fil-
ing system pro-
hibiting him from
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performing abortions and charging the health plan for those serv-
ices. Fifth, that the right to have contraceptives to avoid getting preg-
nant be completely removed.

What we can conclude is that these judges who have decided to re-
verse a 50-year-old law are out of date, they are all decrepit, they
cannot have children, they sympathize with discrimination against
poor multiracial women and that is why we must take away rights.

It is very dangerous when the government begins to interfere in the
decision of the citizens' bodies. True freedom is when the person
can do what he or she decides with his or her body as long as it
does not affect others. The American nation is supposed to be one
of freedoms where the people are the ones who rule and decide as a
group. The constitution guarantees we have separation of state and
religion. It seems that the judges of the federal supreme court want
to make a change to the constitution to ram religious restrictions
down people’s throats.

In this 21st century we must have more freedom to be happy and to
be able to progress without the direct intervention of the government
in the personal affairs of each individual. The values belong to each
one and must be respected as well as the laws that provide more
rights to women. We should not remove them for racial, economic or
religious reasons. We can see the results of paternalistic religious
governments in the Middle East and Africa where some religious
groups still do not give women any rights. Many women are still
abused and killed condoned by religion.

In Puerto Rico, abortion is legal according to state law and will con-
tinue to be, but federal money cannot be used for that purpose.

Michigan Court of Claims Judge Douglas Shapiro ruled that the “adopt
and amend” tactic by the Republican-led legislature in 2018, which al-
tered two voter petitions, was unconstitutional.

The first petition, if it was not amended, would have raised Michigan’s
minimum wage to $12 by 2022. Instead, the Legislature had raised it
gradually to $12.05 by 2030, delaying the full amount by eight years.

And the second petition would have required employers to provide paid
sick leave for workers. The Legislature then altered it to exclude em-
ployers with fewer than 50 employees and limiting the amount of annual
mandatory leave at larger employers to 40 hours, instead of 72. The
change affected around 1.9 million workers in the state.

“Once the Legislature adopted the Earned Sick Time Act and the Im-
proved Workforce Opportunity Act, it could not amend the laws within
the same legislative session,” Shapiro wrote in
his 25-page opinion. “To hold otherwise would

Paloma Rocio Castillo Astorga (born November 11, 1999),
known professionally as Paloma Mami, is a Chilean-Amer-
ican singer-songwriter. She began her musical career in
2018, and her first studio album, Suefios de Dali, was re-
leased in March 2021.

THE ART OF THE GHEECH

When you hear the name, Cheech Marin, several things
may come to mind - actor, comedian, writer, and per-
haps, most notably, one half of the popular cannabis-in-
fused comedic duo of Cheech and Chong fame. But art
collector with his own museum?
You would be correct. On June 18, 2022, The Cheech
Marin Museum of Chicano Art & Culture had its grand
By Lisa Wiseman opening in Riverside, California. Nicknamed “The
Cheech”, it is the only museum of its kind in the world to
focus solely on Chicano art and its culture, housing over 700 pieces of
Cheech’s own private collection. It is the result of a public-private part-
nership between the Riverside Art Museum, the city of Riverside and
Marin.

“| would have people coming up to me all the time saying |
should have my own museum, but | never dreamed it would become a re-
ality. When they approached me about it, | wasn’t sure if it was the right
thing to do, so | asked for some sort of sign. When | asked about the size
of the building, somebody said it was 61,420 square feet. 4207 4207 |
looked up and said, ‘Thank you for the sign!”

Cheech has been collecting Chicano art for over 40 years. “My
mantra has always been that you can’t love or hate Chicano art unless
you see it. That was my goal. | wanted to get as many people as | could
to see Chicano art. This is a dream come true for me.”

His collection has been displayed in over 50 museums, which is
unheard of for private collections, breaking attendance records in every
single one, starting with the Smithsonian. “I believe it was partly due to
the fact that we appealed to an audience that had never been in a mu-
seum before. It was an eye-opener when they saw how many Latinos
lived in those cities.”

As you walk
through The Cheech, every-
where you turn you see the
bold colors and hues and
images of Chicano artists
such as Carlos Aimaraz,
Glugio “Gronk” Nicandro,
Sandy Rodriguez, Frank
Romero, Gilbert “Magu”
Lujan and brothers, Einar &
Jamex de la Torre.

As you enter The
Cheech, the first thing you
see is a 26-foot-tall lenticular
piece by the de la Torre
brothers. “We had to cut a
square out of the floor of the
2 floor so the piece could
come up through it. It's
massive and it's spectacu-
lar!” The de la Torre
brothers’ artwork is one of
many featured in the inaugu-
ral temporary exhibit. After
leaving The Cheech in 2023,
Collidoscope: de la Torre
Brothers Retro-Perspective,
will embark on a national tour supported by the Smithsonian’s National
Museum of the American Latino.

Cheech has continued to keep busy with his role as an actor.
He recently starred in the Nash Bridges movie for the USA Network and
has two new movies. “Shotgun Wedding”, starring Jennifer Lopez and
Champions, starring Woody Harrelson. But a lot of his time and energy
has been spent bringing this project to fruition.

“Art is the only thing we leave behind as a culture. Thousands of
years later, people still go to see the pyramids, the Mona Lisa, the Eiffel
Tower, because that's the glue that binds them together as human be-
ings. We have this in common. That shows our soul. And Chicano art is
not a way of painting. It's more of a flavor. You get the sabor of the com-
munity, how it smells, how it tastes, how it feels when you touch it.” So, if
you want to add some flavor to your life, head west to Riverside, Califor-
