As our nation grapples with issues of war and peace, climate
change, abortion, racial equality, wage parity, gender equality,
LGBTQ rights, gun control, hate crimes, violence against women,
sexual harassment, white privilege, immigration control, immigrant
basing, domestic terrorism, public assistance and abuse of benefits
for the needy, etc., Americans increasingly divide ourselves and
begin to practice thinking and categorizing people and issues into
ByDr.José A.Flores gjlos, This is creating greater divisions in our country that hamper
our ability to create solutions to problems that affect us all.

An example of silo thinking and serpentine behavior
in political views aligns all actions related to climate
change to a group of people who are far left in ide-
ology and associates tags such as “progressives,
tree huggers, socialists, leftists, and crazies,” etc. If
one is in favor of hard stances when dealing with
North Korea or Iran over the issue of nuclear
weapons development, we are quick to label and
place these individuals in groups as war hawks, im-
perialists,  oligarchs, right-wing  extremists,
Trumpers, etc.

Our national leaders including our president, con-
gress and our courts should not lead or participate
in weaponizing hate groups through language that
dehumanizes subsets of the American population.
We should not be comfortable allowing hate speech
to go unchallenged. We should not be complicit in
our actions and allow the rights of Americans to be trampled upon by power groups
or encourage violence against certain races, religious groups or gender status. A
vigilant citizenry is active in the political theatre of a nation or it is destined to be
ruled unjustly. A voice silenced is a voice unheard!

There are prime examples of abuse of political decorum in our debates on issues.
Obscenities have become all too common from elected officials. In fairness, | will
not blame one individual or one political party. We should not continue to separate
ourselves from friendships with members of other racial, political or religious back-
grounds based on differences. Respect for diversity cannot be just lip service!
Today we are witnessing the use of name calling, ridicule and emotionally charged
condemnations against political foes more frequently than | can recall in my lifetime.
Social media may give some a sense of valor as they tweet, post and meme their
hate messages across the internet.

In the early stages of our democracy the practice of defiling opponents with ob-
scenities was used frequently but it evolved over time. Unfortunately, we are re-
gressing as a nation to these outdated and inappropriate practices. Accusations
of sexual misconduct, over affectionate embraces, touches or a kiss on the cheek
in greetings become an excuse for labeling and the use of “sexual predator”
thereby demonizing individuals. Political foes now have not so cute nicknames
assigned and groups of people are commonly referred to with derogatory terms.
Nations, world leaders, football players, members of congress, immigrants are re-
ferred to with vulgar terms and more. Dehumanizing a whole group of people de-
sensitizes Americans when children are put in cages, die in the process of seeking
asylum or killed in great numbers on the streets of America at the hands of police
or rival gang members.

While some labels and name calling may fit at that moment of discord, Americans
should exercise restraint and focus on the issues. Our racial, social, political, eco-
nomic, and religious diversity should not continue to nourish the roots of division.
We will need one another to build the strength of our nation through unity. Whether
we are at peace in a nation that values its diversity or if called upon to defeat our
foes in future wars, Americans will need to rely on their neighbors regardless of
background, language difference or other diverse condition. We should begin a
conversation to build bridges and restore a sense of nationhood!

Mientras nuestra nacion lidia con los problemas de la guerra y la paz, el cambio
climatico, el aborto, la igualdad racial, la paridad salarial, la igualdad de género,

Nuestros lideres nacionales, incluidos nue-
stro presidente, congreso y nuestros tri-
bunales, no deben dirigir ni participar en
armar grupos de odio a través de un
lenguaje que deshumanice los subconjuntos
de la poblacion estadounidense.

Hay ejemplos principales de abuso de decoro politico en nuestros debates sobre
temas. Las obscenidades se han vuelto demasiado comunes entre los funcionarios
electos. Para ser justo, no voy a culpar a un individuo o un partido politico. No
debemos seguir separandonos de las amistades con miembros de otros origenes
raciales, politicos o religiosos basados en las diferencias. El respeto por la diver-
sidad no puede ser solo un servicio de labios! Hoy estamos presenciando el uso
de insultos, el ridiculo y las condenas cargadas emocionalmente contra enemigos
politicos con mas frecuencia de lo que puedo recordar en mi vida. Las redes so-
ciales pueden dar un poco de valor a medida que twittean, publican y memorizan
sus mensajes de odio a través de Internet.

En las primeras etapas de nuestra democracia, la practica de profanar opositores
con obscenidades se usaba con frecuencia, pero evolucioné con el tiempo. De-
safortunadamente, estamos regresando como nacion a estas practicas obsoletas
e inapropiadas. Las acusaciones de conducta sexual inapropiada, abrazos exce-
sivos, toques o un beso en la mejilla en saludos se convierten en una excusa para
etiquetar y el uso de "depredadores sexuales"y, por lo tanto, demonizar a las per-
sonas. Los enemigos politicos ahora no tienen apodos tan lindos asignados y se
suele hacer referencia a grupos de personas con términos despectivos. Naciones,
lideres mundiales, jugadores de futbol, miembros del congreso, inmigrantes son
referidos con términos vulgares y mas. La deshumanizacion de todo un grupo de
personas insensibiliza a los estadounidenses cuando ponen a los nifios en jaulas,
mueren en el proceso de buscar asilo 0 mueren en grandes nimeros en las calles
de Estados Unidos a manos de la policia o miembros de pandillas rivales.

Si bien algunas etiquetas e insultos pueden encajar en ese momento de discordia,
los estadounidenses deben ejercer moderacion y concentrarse en los problemas.
Nuestra diversidad racial, social, politica, econémica y religiosa no debe seguir
alimentando las raices de la division. Nos necesitaremos unos a otros para con-
struir la fuerza de nuestra nacion a través de la unidad. Ya sea que estemos en
paz en una nacion que valora su diversidad o si se nos pide que derrotemos a
nuestros enemigos en futuras guerras, los estadounidenses necesitaran confiar
en sus vecinos sin importar el origen, la diferencia de idioma u otra condicién di-
versa. iDebemos comenzar una conversacion para construir puentes y restaurar
un sentido de nacion!

On March 15, thousands of environ-
mentally concerned students in 80 countries held a
“Fridays for Future” strike, marching through the
streets with signs. This past week, parts of London
were brought to a standstill by protesters from Extinc-
tion Rebellion, who have called on the British govern-
ment to negotiate with them and to prioritize
environmental protection.

Esto finalmente esta cambiando, ya
que el primer monumento para rendir homenaje a su servicio militar esta a
punto de construirse.

Se programara una ceremonia privada para este otofio, cuando el Museo Na-
cional del Indigena Americano del Smithsonian inicie la construccion del
Monumento Nacional de Veteranos Indigenas Estadounidenses el 21 de sep-
tiembre en Washington, D.C.

“Alo largo de la historia, los indigenas estadounidenses han respondido al
llamado para servir en las fuerzas armadas de nuestra nacion”, dice Kevin
Gover (pawnee), director del Museo Nacional del Indigena Americano. “Este
monumento recordara a todos los que lo visiten el servicio y el patriotismo de
los veteranos indigenas y sus familias”.

Una visita a Washington, DC es una gran oportunidad para experimentar de
primera mano la historia de los Estados Unidos. Entre los monumentos mas
visitados de la ciudad se encuentran los que honran a los veteranos de la
nacion y los sacrificios que han hecho en servicio al pafs. En un dia
cualquiera, miles de personas visitan el Monumento a los Veteranos de Viet-
nam, el Monumento a la Segunda Guerra Mundial y el Monumento a los Vet-

eranos de la Guerra de Corea, entre otros, para recordar a los que sirvieron.
Y pronto, estos mismos visitantes, podran visitar a uno que honra el servicio
militar de los indigenas estadounidenses.

El nuevo monumento, que fue comisionado por el Congreso para dar a
“todos los estadounidenses la oportunidad de conocer la orgullosa y valiente
tradicion de servicio de los indigenas estadounidenses en las Fuerzas Ar-
madas de los Estados Unidos”, se ubicara en los espacios del museo, a la
vista del Capitolio de los Estados Unidos.

El disefio conmemorativo de Harvey Pratt (cheyenne/arapaho), un artista mul-
timedia y un artista forense recientemente retirado, asi como un veterano del
Cuerpo de Marines de la guerra de Vietnam, cuenta con un circulo elevado
de acero inoxidable que descansa sobre un tambor de piedra tallado. Tam-
bién incorpora agua para ceremonias sagradas, bancos para reuniones y cu-
atro lanzas donde los veteranos, miembros de la familia, lideres tribales y
otros pueden atar ropa para oraciones y curaciones.

Republicans are freaked out by Justin Amash’s call to impeach Trump

Rep. Justin Amash (R-MI) broke with his fellow Republican colleagues after
reading special counsel Robert Mueller’s report on Russian interference in the
2016 election. His conclusions: Attorney General William Barr had badly mis-
construed the report’s contents in his representations of the material and Pres-
ident Donald Trump had committed acts that, to his mind, had crossed the
“threshold of impeachment.”

Along the way, Amash had harsh words for his colleagues on both sides of the

aisle, suggesting that not many of them had “even read Mueller’s report,” and
that “their minds” had been “made up based on partisan affiliation — and it
showed.”

As if to underscore this, Amash'’s fellow Republicans have heaped scorn upon
the five-term congressman. And naturally, Trump led the way on his favorite
medium, Twitter — referring to Amash as a “loser” and a “lightweight.”

Justin Amash, representante del Partido Republicano por Michigan, dijo

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9 People Showed Up for a KKK Rally in
Dayton, Ohio. They Were Drowned Out by
600 Protestors

Nine Ku Klux Klan members showed up at a rally in Dayton, Ohio on May 26..

Their voices were drowned out by an estimated 600 counter-protestors, who
drummed so they couldn't be heard and carried signs with messages like
"Make racists afraid again," according to the Dayton Daily News.

"There is a great crowd of people down here on Main Street," Dayton City
Commissioner Darryl Fairchild told the Daily News. "This is probably Dayton at
its best."

The Klan protest was meant to be small in scale, with only 20 people expected
to show up. They waved American, KKK, and Confederate flags, and wore
masks to disguise themselves.

The scale of the counter-protest was more unexpected. After the Klan ob-
tained a permit to protest months ago, city officials organized Dayton United
Against Hate to rival them. A city official told Time that more than 350 police
officers were brought in to keep the peace. No one was arrested or injured, a
city official told Cleveland.com.

The city spent $650,000 on police protection, police said. The KKK members
were given a police escort for the day.

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TRUMP INITIATES ANTI-IMMIGRANT
EXECUTIVE ACTIONS ON PUBLIC
ASSISTANGE RECIPIENTS & SPONSORS

President Trump signed a presidential memorandum
directing federal agencies responsible for enforce-
ment of federal regulations over programs including
Medicaid, Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program
SNAP, TANF, the federal Children’s Health Insurance
Program CHIP, and Housing Assistance Programs in-
cluding access to public housing through HUD Hous-
ing and Urban Development.

The administration began targeting housing evictions
from public housing affecting an estimated 55,000
children who will be impacted by an action to evict
undocumented immigrants.

Sponsors of immigrants are also on the hook for the
costs associated to welfare assistance to immigrants
since they sign guarantees to the federal government
that they will cover these costs should their sponsored
alien seek and receive government assistance. “Fi-
nancial sponsors who pledge to financially support
the sponsored alien in the event the alien applies for
or receives public benefits will be expected to fulfill
their commitment under law,” Trump said in the
memo.

The memo hinges upon a 1996 welfare reform law en-
acted by former President Bill Clinton, which the White
House claims has not been enforced consistently. The
provision requires sponsors to sign a document reaf-
firming they are responsible for an immigrant’s finan-
cial needs and that if they apply for any public
assistance programs, the sponsor must reimburse the
government. If the sponsor is unable to pay the bill,
that debt would be referred to a collections agency.

Meanwhile, President Trump has demonstrated a
preference for a more highly skilled and educated im-
migrant pool from other countries in an effort to create

a hybrid immigrant flow. Because
sponsors are typically relatives of
immigrants arriving to the United
States to reunite with family, this
latest announcement from Trump
affirms the administration’s shift
away from family-based migration
and towards a merit-based immigration system. Re-
cently Trump unveiled an immigration plan crafted by
his son-in-law and senior adviser, Jared Kushner that
would prioritize “high-skill immigrants” and reduce the
number of family-based visas and green cards.

So it's understandable that many people would
prefer not to rely on opioids to manage their pain.
Duane DiFranco, M.D., vice president of Medicare
Stars and Clinical Performance at Emergent, gives
some non-opioid alternatives patients can discuss
with their doctors:

Comprehensive evaluations: Primary care doc-
tors can work in tandem with mental health spe-
cialists, including psychologists, who have special
training to provide comprehensive evaluations of
a patient’s pain. It's one of the best, most effective
ways to determine a safe, long-term way to treat
chronic pain.

Physical therapy and functional rehabilitation:
In certain cases, physical therapy can be a great

way of relieving pain over time through the natural
strengthening of the body. Functional rehabilita-
tion also has a psychological care component
beneficial to all patients.

Other drug combinations: |Ibuprofen and Tylenol
taken together may be as effective as opioids, but
with fewer side effects and a lower risk of addic-
tion. Also, some conditions, such as fibromyalgia,
may actually get worse with opioid use. Talk to
your physician.

Injections: Where appropriate, a doctor may want
to prescribe injections of non-opioid drug combi-
nations that are less addictive than opioids.

Lifestyle modifications: Weight loss, exercise,
proper sleeping habits, a healthy diet and a num-
ber of other factors can all play into chronic pain.
Managing these aspects can result in less pain
and a healthier path going forward.

There is a way for Michigan
residents to make sure they
aren’t given opioids. Michi-
gan enacted a law that al-
lows people to refuse
opioid medications by
placing a non-opioid ad-
vance directive in their
medical file, the Detroit
Free Press reported March
28.

Terapia fisica y rehabilitacion funcional: en
clertos casos, la terapia fisica puede ser una ex-
celente manera de aliviar el dolor a traves del
tiempo a través del fortalecimiento natural del
cuerpo. La rehabilitacion funcional también tiene
un componente de atencion psicoldgica benefi-
cioso para todos los pacientes.

Otras combinaciones de medicamentos: £/
ibuprofeno y el Tylenol tomados juntos pueden
ser tan efectivos como los opioides, pero con
menos efectos secundarios y un menor riesgo de
adiccion. Ademas, algunas afecciones, como la
fibromialgia, pueden empeorar con el uso de opi-
oides. Hable con su médico.

Inyecciones: cuando sea apropiado, un médico
puede recetar inyecciones de combinaciones de
medicamentos no opioides que sean menos adic-
tivas que los opioides.

Modificaciones en el estilo de vida: la pérdida
de peso, el gjercicio, los habitos de suefio ade-
cuados, una dieta saludable y una serie de otros
factores pueden contribuir al dolor crénico. El
manejo de estos aspectos puede resultar en
menos dolor y en un camino mas saludable en el
futuro.

Hay una manera para que los residentes de
Michigan se aseguren de que no se les admin-
istren opioides. Michigan promulgo una ley que
permite que las personas rechacen los medica-
mentos opioides al colocar una directiva antici-
pada no opioide en su expediente medico, segun
informo el 28 de marzo el Detroit Free Press.
