These political
promises have seldom been kept. \
Texas, California, lllinois, New York,
Florida, and other states with sizeable
populations of Hispanics have wit-
nessed the rapid growth and politiza- ™™=
tion of Hispanic voters. Michigan too has witnessed Hispanic influence
at the polls. Nationally, Hispanic voters will have influence in the up-
coming midterms. Often discounted as a lower voter turnout group,
Hispanics when they tune in and turn out in elections make a decisive
difference. That is why Republicans are doing more to recruit and sup-
port Hispanic candidates and invest in advertising directed at this
group. As a result, they have reaped the benefits. On the other hand,
many Hispanic/Latinos reject the GOP for the racist rhetoric of Trum-
pism, which needs to be addressed, if they want more recruits to the
conservative Republican Party.

Historically, Hispanic and Black voters have voted loyally for Democrats
up and down the ballot. We have contributed to the election victories of
U.S. Presidents in recent years where a close majority of popular and
electoral votes could have resulted in a win or a loss of the election.
Since the 1890's Hispanics have been gradually and notably moving
from Democrats to Republicans in their identification. Today some 50%
of Hispanics identify as Democrats and 37% as Republicans. Recent
studies and reports suggest that in South Texas and many counties in
Florida Hispanics are concerned about Border enforcement and the left
shift of the Democratic Party. While the issues drive Americans of all
races to the voting booths, Hispanic Americans are motivated by many
traditional values including God, Family, Country, Education, Hard-
work, and Dignity. Many are opposed to the movement toward a benefit
society where recent immigrants and many unemployed Americans
scam the system to reap financial support without working.

The Church’s Cult of Suffering & The Right to Choose

As Vatican Bishops, Cardinals and Popes faced ever in-
creasing scrutiny due to endless lawsuits because of pe-
dophile priests, it used Mother Teresa to change the
narrative. This stroke of genius is one of many times the
failing Catholic church with its out-of-date anti-choice
dogma demonstrated political savvy. As millions were
paid to inconsolable parents
of sexually exploited children
and adults, the Vatican foresaw doom. The
tragic disgusting news is that according to
Frederic Martel as many as 80% of the men
in leadership at the Vatican are practicing ho-
mosexuals. These men are allegedly respon-
sible for the on-going discovery of
homosexual predator priests. Fredreric Mar-
tel, The French researcher and writer is au-
thor of ten books, including In the Closet of
the Vatican which was on the New York
Times bestseller and translated into 20 lan-
guages.

We should keep in mind the Catholic church like all organized religions is a
business and must operate as such in order to survive. In the United
States alone the Catholic church's believed worth is about $170 billion. Na-
tionalpost.com claims its real value is impossible to calculate worldwide.
This is why the Vatican turned every church into a private entity in order to
prevent it from going bankrupt due to endless lawsuits because of pedo-
philes and philandering priests. This is why the Pope encouraged Mother
Teresa to lie concerning her cult of suffering. The Pope allegedly set aside
the five-year rule in order to have her named a saint.

In an act of rebellion against the lies and dogma of the Catholic Church
many writers have exposed someone they called Hell's Angel, 1994 by
Christopher Hitchens. The Guardian, Stern and other magazines allege
Teresa’s complicity of unacceptable practices. Several European TV chan-
nels suggested she was tightfisted about helping others, sheltered money
donated for her work and accepted money from dictators. The media ex-
posed how the church ascribed miracles to her so as to support its claims
of Sainthood. In 2003 Pope John Paul Il allegedly wrongfully

beatified [1]Mother Teresa so as to divert attention from the endless claims
of sexual molestetion of children by priests, which continue today. Accord-
ing to the author, she was ordered into areas where horrific sex scandals
were uncovered and instructed to alter the narrative. History describes her
as an icon of charity while others believe her nothing more than a good
Public Relations gimmick who raised millions. It was said she covered up
the Church'’s greatest excesses and was more drawn to poverty and suf-
fering than to help people escape it.

According to Dr. Jack Preger, Teresa’s sanatoriums were filled with un-
trained nuns who served as nurses and reused needles repeatedly. Per-
haps the most troubling is Teresa embodied a cult of pain of Christianity
that believes suffering is God-like and does not want to alleviate it. She
stated,” our calling is not necessarily to cure. It is to pass on the love of
God to every human being to whom we see the suffering of Christ, suffer-
ing shared with Christ’s passion is a wonderful thing”.

Born Agnes Goxha Bojaxhiu in 1910 in Skopje, now North Macedonia to a
poor family whose father died when she was 8 yrs. old. In order to survive
she found refuge in the church. Having never known any other life it said
she decided to become a nun at the age of 12. That the church would
consider her of age to make such a decision is questionable, but confirms
the darkness of the Church. She remained there until 1916 when at the age
of 18 she was ordered to Dublin, another strict Catholic Country where
anything sexual is dirty, forbidden and outlawed. She became an anti-
choice radical and never associated too many children with poverty, a
common misery in America. In her acceptance of the Nobel Peace Prize in
1979 she wrongfully stated. “Abortion is the worse evil, and the greatest
enemy of peace. Because if a mother can kill her own children, what will

prevent us from killing ourselves or one another”? In a country known for

poverty due to too many children, she advocated “Let us promise our Lady

who loves Ireland so much that we will never allow this country a single

abortion, and no contraceptives”. One of her volunteers described her

home for the dying as resembling concentration camps. Unsanitary con-

ditions and virtually no medical care or painkillers beyond aspirin. “At the
time Mother Teresa'’s global income was more
than enough to support several first-class
clinics “. This was a deliberate decision, the
point is not the honest relief of suffering, but
the promulgation of a cult based on death, suf-
fering and subjection”. Interestingly when she
became ill and needed care, she checked into
the finest and costliest clinics and hospitals in
the West during her bouts with heart trouble
and old age.

There is still no accounting for the millions

Mother Teresa received. There is no evidence

she built a hospital or orphanage that reflects
modern health and sanitary conditions. The churches’ anti-choice dogma
and its 80% closet homosexual leadership at the Vatican and across the
country has forced many Catholics to seek God far from its hierarchy,
dogma and lies. That it would falsify, manipulate and use an ignorant
woman’s quest to serve its purpose substantiates why it continues to pro-
tect, hide and cover up its historical hypocrisy. Poor women continue to
suffer due to its cult of suffering mentality. As if to add salt to a wound,
Mother Teresa admitted to feeling disconnected from God and posthu-
mously criticized for hypocrisy, others claim this is normal and called the

You may realize the importance of your family traditions, or you may
just take them for granted. These are the things that shaped your
childhood, and often help you to shape the childhoods of your own
children. Those little things that you thought every family probably
did it the same way until you started realizing that what makes every
family unique, are your traditions.

The U.S.A. is seeing record inflation and price increases. Since January
2021 the stock market is no longer soaring, and gasoline is not $2.38 a gal-
lon anymore. Grocery prices continue to rise, and we are looking to the po-
litical world as the reason why everything is going up, up, and up. But is
that the only reason? Is it?

A few months ago, when Grand Rapids hosted The Michigan Associa-
tion of Chiefs of Police Conference, we had an opportunity to have an ex-
clusive interview with Hernan Albamonte, who is head of lllicit Trade
Prevention, U.S., Philip Morris International, Inc. He isn't political but he can
tell you exactly why several products sold worldwide are going up in price,
and politics has nothing to do with it.

Hernan is an international executive with business experience in govern-
ment relations, regulatory and fiscal affairs, anti-illicit trade strategies, new
technologies, international trade, communications, and crisis management.

As adults have you ever had the experience of purchasing a product on
the so-called black market? It's brand new, and still in the sealed box. You
get to save plenty of money and get your product at a very discounted rate.
That is very untrue, and this is where the real story begins that long before
there was a Trump or Joe Biden, there has been a growing black market,
that in every phase of everyday life is costing all of us more money for pro-
ducts that we use every single day.

Mr. Albamonte, has been working in fraud prevention for many years and
during this exclusive interview tells the readers of LaVoz how purchasing off
market products not only costs us all higher prices, but it funds illegal traf-
ficking networks all over the world. So, the next time you get the chance to
purchase a carton of cigarettes on the side or maybe a TV or something hot
off the truck, think again and think hard about saying no.

Do you even know what is in the box? Once you discover this is not
what you wanted, there are no returns to the store for a refund. Is it the gen-
uine product or is it altered by the dealer / seller? Are those really smokes
from the factory? Are you being watched while making the deal happen?
Theft of product from a store increases the price you and | pay daily. Theft
from a distributor increases the price even more on many products every
single time they are not paid for and much of the money is used to pay for
illegal sex trafficking and crimes in our own communities, forcing us to in-
crease our taxes to hire more and more police to prevent violence on our
streets.

CAUTION: That product is not saving you one penny. It's costing you
and the country billions of dollars in additional prices and taxation in-
creases, and it's funding unthinkable organizations that each and everyday
bring hardship to your city streets. The truth is, yes, political parties make
problems for us all but when it comes to much of the soaring costs of goods
for us, every day illegal purchasing is its own form of inflation. He urges us
all to not take part and when you know of this, call your local law enforce-
ment and do not contribute to an illusion, because in the end you pay more,
and we are not just talking about the prices at the store.

Albamonte is doing his part, as he orchestrated anti-illicit trade opera-
tions in Mexico, Guatemala, Belize and the United States as a Latin Amer-
ica Regional Intelligence Coordinator in 2011, based in Mexico City. In
addition to recovering $42 million of illicit goods by deploying anti-black
market commercial strategies, Albamonte and his team successfully dis-
mantled an illegal export border route of unlicensed products through a
partnership with PMI's US and Mexico public and private stakeholders.
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Are you against higher taxes? Are
you against human trafficking? Are you
against the increasing violence in our
cities on our streets? If the answers are
YES, then be your own elected official
and remember the black market is or-
ganized crime and do not be a part of
it.

Hernan es un ejecutivo internacional con experiencia empresarial en re-
laciones gubernamentales, asuntos regulatorios y fiscales, estrategias con-
tra el comercio ilicito, nuevas tecnologias, comercio internacional,
comunicaciones y gestion de crisis.

Albamonte esta haciendo su parte, ya que orquesto operaciones contra
el comercio ilicito en México, Guatemala, Belice y los Estados Unidos como
Coordinador Regional de Inteligencia de América Latina en 2011, con sede
en la Ciudad de México. Ademads de recuperar $42 millones en bienes ilici-
tos mediante el despliegue de estrategias comerciales contra el mercado
negro, Albamonte y su equipo desmantelaron con éxito una ruta fronteriza
de exportacion ilegal de productos sin licencia a través de una asociacion
con las partes interesadas publicas y privadas de PMI en los EE.
