Most Americans
deserve better from our politicians! We must unify as one people, one
nation with a respect for differences before our lack of unity becomes
our greatest vulnerability.

Our educational system will need to review the curriculum offered in all
schools to determine whether the teaching of diversity is a unifying force
or instrument of division. Educators, psychologists, social scientists, and
cultural anthropologists should lead intellectual research and data re-
view. Students, teachers, administrators, and parents should also be in-
cluded in this process.

As a former career educator in the classroom, administrator, and former
elected Board Trustee of the Grand Rapids Public Schools, | can hon-
estly testify that Multicultural Education works! | helped implement and
teach it in our schools. It is a vital approach to ensuring that all students
see their group’s histories, cultures, and achievements reflected in the
curriculum. It also enables students to experience a sense of belonging
in our schools and classrooms regardless of race, ethnicity, national
origin, gender, language, sexual orientation and/or religion. Multicultural
education respects diversity and is inclusive. It is intended to teach to
the unigue learning styles of students from various cultural backgrounds
and serves to challenge negative stereotypes with a goal of reducing or
eliminating prejudice among students, staff, and community.

Multicultural education and the adaptation of school culture to be more
inclusive, less segregated, increasingly adaptive to newcomers and
more engaged in reducing prejudice produces positive outcomes. Stu-
dents gain agency, positive self-esteem, develop cross-cultural friend-
ships and respect cultural pluralism. Very importantly students of all
backgrounds develop a sense of belonging and graduate in higher
numbers.

Unfortunately, there is a counter conservative movement a foot in our na-
tion and our state that seeks to erase any gains made toward bridging
the racial/ethnic divide. Extremist actively attack certain religions, and all
forms of diversity while calling themselves “Christians” and leading ef-
forts to ban books, restrict what can be taught, said, and displayed in
classrooms. The anti-woke conservative right are relentlessly promoting
exaggerated, conspiracy-based notions. They should be fact-checked,
challenged intelligently, and asked to stop.

Our nation is rapidly becoming the diverse multicultural nation conserva-
tives fear. Race replacement theory, cancel culture, justify their isolation
in gated communities and resurgence of segregated upscale white cen-
tral city havens isolated by income. Racial segregation and classism will
only stave off the inevitable temporarily. Hispanics, Blacks, Natives and
Asians have increased their population numbers and continue to
change the demographic reality of this nation representing nearly 44%
of the population. By 2028 that number is expected to rise to 47% of all
Americans. Young people get it. They are less prejudiced and more will-

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Music in our barrio on the out-
skirts of Corpus Christi Texas
was an innate part of life. It
nurtured daydreaming, which
e \was my only form of recreation.
Music was an escape from
being an exploited teenage
cotton picker. My transistor
Am-FM radio transported me out from under the
hot sun and into the white clouds that tempo-
rarily offered shade. My love of clouds was born
as | dragged a 20-foot canvas sack along a
mile long cotton row. Unless you've survived the
harsh south Texas coastal weather with its heat,
hurricanes, monsoon rains and blatant bigotry,
you've not known struggle. Yet throughout the
misery of daily challenges and poverty, we
smiled because music gave us hope.

My personal music journey arrived with Felix,
my brother-in-law, the first guy | met who played
guitar. Many years later, | won an international
songwriting contest in California with a song en-
titled, Selena Me Esta Esperando. Since then,
I've recorded numerous songs and basked in
the joy of music. He and his brothers played in
a small conjunto made up of three guitars, an
accordion and drums. The creativity, and never
say die attitude of Tejanos is legendary, as is
their ability to find love in the harshest places.
Unbelievably, amongst Texas bigotry, Felix fell
in love with my sister while picking cotton under
the brutal Texas sun. The setting seems impos-
sible for romance, but love may be the only mi-
racle which can survive such brutality. Felix
played guitar and sang with my mother while
courting my sister. Without music to distract and
entertain my parents, their courtship would have
been impossible. Music on La Main and Clark
Wood, our barrios, was an integral part of birth-
days, weddings and baptisms.

During the summer la Main was continuously
awash with music and musicians as migrant
families came and went. At times it was filled
with festive laughter and joy. In contrast with
the harsh conditions and oppressive poverty,
music inspired the poorest to shine like falling
stars. During their fleeting performances they
were recognized by those equally forlorn. Over-
coming cultural shyness, barrio gossip and re-
gardless of economic social status, audience
members were often inspired to suddenly par-
ticipate. As alcohol flowed and emotions wa-
vered adlib “singers” took turns performing
songs of their youth. Spontaneous perform-
ances by tipsy singers were part of every fiesta
where music ebbed and flowed. Ad hoc per-
formers became barrio legends and remem-
bered for years after their passing. Audience
members were often moved to tears as alcohol
loosened inhibitions, floodgates of emotions
opened and viejitos reminisced over youthful ro-
mances.

There were usually songs of the Mexican Rev-
olution, which barrio residents embodied. Re-
bellion thrived amongst migrants who battled
racism as they crisscrossed the country follow-
ing picking seasons. Music has often sparked

rebellions and has always accompanied
them. Family orchestras like Selena Quinta-
nilla's, also from Corpus Christi, who gained
national recognition, were rare. However, any
ordinary person could play guitar, write a
song and sing an old classic. Mariachis were
the most popular and arrived with their silver-
plated outfits, trumpets and multiple singers.
Few barrio residents could afford the ex-
pense, so they only performed for a short
time. Thankfully, this was overcome with Ka-
raoke machines. Jesse Martinez, my brother
began his music career as a DJ playing at
family functions unable to hire musicians.
Jesse overcame innumerable obstacles with
creativity, some untraditionally Mexican, e.g.,
he overcame the cost of Mariachi outfits, by
learning to sew and making his own. He also
struggled with hearing loss which hindered
his performances. Yet, Jesse overcame nu-
merous obstacles to fulfill his dream.

Now a retired schoolteacher and designing

his own oultfits Jesse shines. He searches for
songs in his key and practices for hours. While
he may not be nominated for a Grammy, there
is no one who enjoys performing more. He is
sought after and well-loved wherever he per-
forms. When asked whether he is an authentic
Mariachi because he sings with prerecorded
music, he smiles amicably and replies, “Is a
Mariachi the man with the costume in his closet,
or the man who is performing 3 or 4 times a
week?” He states ethnicity makes him a Maria-
chi and an authentic revolutionary war hero
grandfather, who rode with Pancho Villa entitles
him. He has always wanted to be a Mariachi
and at 80 is still doing so. As akid | respected
him for his courage to stand up to bullies.
Today, | admire him for his refusal to surrender,
tenacity and willingness to risk it all for the joy of
living. He is still my hero!

La musica en nuestro barrio en las afueras de
Corpus Christi Texas era una parte innata de la
vida. Fomentaba la ensonacion, que era mi
Unica forma de recreacion. La musica era un
escape de ser un adolescente recolector de al-
godon explotado. Mi radio transistor Am-FM me
transporto fuera del ardiente sol y hacia las
nubes blancas que temporalmente ofrecian
sombra. Mi amor por las nubes nacié mientras
arrastraba un saco de lona de 20 pies a lo largo
de una hilera de algodén de una milla de largo.

Mi viaje musical personal llegé con Félix, mi cu-
Aado, el primer chico que conoci que tocaba la
guitarra. Muchos arios después, gané un con-
curso internacional de composicion en Califor-
nia con una cancion titulada Selena Me Esta
Esperando. Desde entonces, he grabado nu-
merosas canciones y he disfrutado del placer
de la musica. El escenario parece imposible
para el romance, pero el amor puede ser el
Unico milagro que puede sobrevivir a tanta bru-
talidad. Félix tocaba la guitarra y cantaba con
mi madre mientras cortejaba a mi hermana. Sin
musica para distraer y entretener a mis padres,
su noviazgo hubiera sido imposible. La musica
en La Main y Clark Wood, nuestros barrios, era

una parte integral de los cumplearios, bodas y
bautismos.

Eran raras las orquestas familiares como la de
Selena Quintanilla, también de Corpus Christi,
que obtuvo reconocimiento nacional. Sin em-
bargo, cualquier persona comdn y corriente
podria tocar la guitarra, escribir una cancion y
cantar un vigjo clasico. Los mariachis fueron los
mas populares y llegaron con sus trajes platea-
dos, trompetas y mdltiples cantantes. Pocos
residentes del barrio podian afrontar el gasto,
por lo que sdlo actuaron por un corto tiempo.
Afortunadamente, esto se supero con las ma-
quinas de Karaoke. Jesse Martinez, mi her-
mano, comenzo su carrera musical como DJ
tocando en funciones familiares sin poder con-
tratar musicos. Jesse supero innumerables ob-
staculos con creatividad, algunos poco
tradicionales mexicanos, por efemplo, supero el
costo de los trajes de Mariachi, aprendiendo a
coser y confeccionar los suyos propios. Tam-
bién luché contra la pérdida de audicion que
obstaculizé sus actuaciones. Sin embargo,
Jesse superé numerosos obstaculos para cum-
plir su sueno.

Ahora, un maestro de escuela jubilado y dis-
enando sus propios trajes, Jesse brilla. Busca
canciones en su tono y practica durante horas.
Si bien puede que no esté nominado a un
Grammy, no hay nadie que disfrute mas ac-
tuando. Es buscado y querido donde quiera
que actue. Cuando le preguntan si es un autén-
tico Mariachi porque canta con musica pregra-
bada, sonrie amistosamente y responde: “;Es
un Mariachi el hombre que tiene el disfraz en su
armario, o el hombre que actua 3 o 4 veces por
semana?” Afirma que su origen étnico lo con-
vierte en un mariachi y en un auténtico héroe de
guerra revolucionario, su abuelo, que viajé con
Pancho Villa, le da derecho. Siempre ha quer-
ido ser Mariachi y a sus 80 arios sigue hacién-
dolo. Cuando era nino lo respetaba por su
valentia para enfrentarse a los matones. Hoy lo
admiro por su negativa a rendirse, su tenacidad
y su voluntad de arriesgarlo todo por la alegria
de vivir. iEl sigue siendo mi héroe!

El estado de Florida prohibe temas relacionados con la
comunidad LGTBQ+ en las escuelas publicas.

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En algunos casos han tapado los textos con papel y cartulina; en
otros, han guardado los libros en cajas. El efecto buscado es el
mismo: bloquear el acceso de los estudiantes a este material
de lectura.

Detras de esta drastica medida esta la aplicacion de la ley HB
1467, aprobada por el Congreso de Florida y firmada por el gober-
nador republicano Ron DeSantis en marzo de 2022.

La Primera Enmienda de la Constitucion de Estados Unidos pro-
tege la libertad de expresion y prensa. Los criticos de la medida
argumentan que esta censura también limita el acceso de los es-
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tudiantes a una educacion completa y diversa.

Uno de los aspectos més llamativos de este debate es que mu-
chos de los que estén en contra de estos libros y novelas con
temas en controversia admiten no haberlos leido. Esto plantea la
pregunta: ;cémo pueden emitir juicios fundamentados sobre el
contenido de estos libros si ni siquiera los han explorado?

En lugar de prohibir la lectura de ciertos libros en las escuelas
publicas como en los paises totalitarios y teocracias. Existen alter-
nativas incluso Comités de Revision Literaria: Establecer comités
de revision literaria compuestos por padres, educadores y exper-
tos en literatura, Opciones y Consentimiento: En lugar de prohibir
los libros, permitir que los estudiantes y sus padres elijan sus lec-
turas en funcién de su propio criterio. Educacién en Diversidad:
Implementar programas educativos que aborden la diversidad ra-
cial, étnica y de orientaciéon sexual de manera integral. Didlogo
Abierto: Fomentar un dialogo abierto y constructivo entre todas las
partes involucradas, incluidos los padres, educadores, estudiantes
y legisladores. Recursos Alternativos: Proporcionar recursos al-
ternativos para los estudiantes que no deseen leer ciertos libros.

En dltima instancia, estos libros estan disponibles en la internet y
los estudiantes tienen acceso abierto a los mismos sin monitoreo
de los padres. La educacion debe ser un espacio donde los estu-
diantes puedan explorar una variedad de perspectivas y aprender
a pensar criticamente sobre el mundo que los rodea. jLa historia
verdadera y nuestra presencia hoy deben ser estudiados asi como
sucedieron y como son!

During the month of June it was
news that a father was accused of physically
and sexually abusing his little girl, just two
years old, to the point of causing her death.
This happened in the town of Guayanilla, Puerto
Rico. Another similar case was reported, but in the
province of Guaya in the sister country Ecuador. In the
latter case, the father was accused of abusing his eleven-month-old
daughter. As if that were not disturbing, the doctor who treated the
baby was also arrested for procedural fraud, as he denied the dam-
age to which the child had been exposed. Both cases are examples
of the extreme violence suffered by children, and which must defi-
nitely be combated.

There are those who may think that evil has always existed, and that
in this world there are beings who simply do not reason. In such situ-
ations it is impossible to lament and continue life as if nothing hap-
pened. It is a social responsibility to be part of the solution, but how
to fight against such acts of cruelty. Families, we must ensure that fu-
ture generations will act in a more civilized and humane way in the
face of the pain of others.

A start can be to transform passive education into an active
one in civic values. By contributing to develop empathetic and sup-
portive people who fight against violence, especially against child
abuse, we contribute our grain of sand positively. When we talk
about education in values, we can think of faith or beliefs, and it is
not precisely so. The subject of human rights can be taught at home
starting with universal values: dignity, solidarity and respect. Dignity
is recognizing yourself as a valuable person, so much so that you do
not allow others to take you away from the good through the control
of your will. Solidarity is acting thinking about the well-being of
others and finally, respect is accepting and appreciating the individ-
uality of others, as well as their decisions and attitudes, even if there

He joined the Pennsylvania State University
coaching staff in 2022, after serving as Univer-
sity of Miami's head coach from 2019 to 2021.

Diaz, son of the former Miami Mayor Manny
Diaz, made his coaching debut at Florida State
University, his alma mater, in 1998, working as a
graduate assistant alongside defensive coordi-
nator Mickey Andrews. From there, he played a
key role in one of the country’s top-ranked de-
fenses as the linebackers coach for the NC
State Wolfpack in 2002 and 2003, and then as
the safeties coach the following two seasons.

The next stop was Middle Tennessee State Uni-
versity, where Diaz spent four seasons as defen-
sive coordinator. During his time, the Blue
Raiders defense led their conference in sacks
and tackles for loss twice, finishing no lower than
third in the league in either category. From there,
he guided the Mississippi State Bulldogs de-
fense, ranking 22nd in the nation in scoring de-
fense, 17th rushing defense, and 17th tackles
for loss.

Diaz became the defensive coordinator for the
Texas Longhorns in January 2011. In his first
season, the Longhorns were the top defense in
the Big 12, ranking first in the conference in total
defense, rushing defense, and pass defense.
He also spent some time in Louisiana Tech and
had another stint at Mississippi State before be-
coming the defensive coordinator for the Univer-
sity of Miami in 2016.

In his first season, Diaz was nominated for the
Broyles Award, given to the top assistant coach
in college football, and his unit ranked No. 20
nationally in total defense, and ranked among
the nation’s leaders in several defensive cate-
gories. In his final season, the Hurricanes ranked
No. 4 in total defense, and No.1 in several cate-
gories, including tackles for loss and passing
yards allowed.

While he left to be the head coach at Temple
University, he returned to Miami just two weeks
later following Mark Richt's retirement, becoming
the head coach of the Hurricanes in 2019.

In his three seasons as head coach, Miami
posted a 21-15 record, and tied for the second
most ACC wins in the league, only trailing Clem-
son.

Diaz became the defensive coordinator and line-
backers coach for the Nittany Lions in 2021.

Penn State led the Big 10 with 104 tackles for
loss and 42 sacks his first season.

In the 2022 season, Penn State finished first na-
tionally with 85 pass breakups and had four
games with double-digit pass breakups, ranking
tied for seventh in takeaways and tied for ninth in
scoring defense.

Diaz, who was a 2022 Broyles Award semifinalist
and has coached in 20 bowl games, helped
propel Penn State's defense into one of the top
units in his first year. He was also monumental in
the school's win at the 2023 Rose Bowl.

An updated round of booster vaccines could soon help combat a late-
summer surge in COVID-19 cases and hospitalizations.

The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) approved a vaccine reformu-
lated to target circulating Omicron subvariants. Both Moderna and
Pfizer/BioNTech will manufacture the fall booster shots, which will be-
come available soon after receiving the greenlight from the United States
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).

Flu season begins in the fall, which also brings an increased risk of RSV
cases. That's why it's so important to maintain good health this time of
year by getting vaccinated.

What to know about the updated COVID-19 booster shots

The new shots are updated to specifically target the XBB coronavirus
variants that became dominant last winter. These strains of the virus de-
scended from the original Omicron variant. The new vaccines do not in-
clude the original SARS-CoV-2 strain but are rather monovalent
vaccines, meaning they contain a single strain.

In June, the FDA asked manufacturers to formulate the fall boosters spe-
cifically to target the XBB.1.5 subvariant. At the time, this was the dom-
inant subvariant. According to the CDC, the XBB.1.5 subvariant only
accounted for 3% of new COVID cases the week ending Sept. 2. The
new vaccine has shown a strong antibody response against BA.2.86,
which is another new subvariant that is unofficially known as “Pirola.”

According to the CDC, it's too soon to see what kind of impact BA.2.86
will have on the United States, but the updated vaccines will be effective
at preventing illness and hospitalizations among those vaccinated.

The updated vaccines can be used either as a primary, single-shot vac-
cine, or as a booster for those previously vaccinated against COVID-19.
A third vaccine produced by Novavax is currently under review.

Who is eligible to receive the new booster?
Anyone age 12 and older can receive a single dose of the new booster.
The FDA has also granted emergency use authorization for children be-

tween the ages of 6 months and 11
years. The CDC signed off on this
recommendation, as well.

Children and babies between the
ages of 6 months and 4 years who
have not been previously vaccinated
are eligible to receive:

* Three doses of the updated
Pfizer/BioNTech shot

e Two doses of the updated Moderna
booster

For previously vaccinated children,
the number and timing of new doses
depends on their previous vaccina-
tions. Regardless of any prior vacci-
nation, people 5 years and older can
receive a single dose of the updated
vaccines at least two months after
l their last dose of a COVID-19 shot.

Like last year, older adults and people who are immunocompromised will
be eligible for the two vaccines. For everyone else, the vaccine will be an
annual option at the doctor, like the flu. If you are dealing with any under-
lying conditions, be sure to have a conversation with your primary care
provider to make sure the new booster is safe for you.
