By Dr. José A. Flores 1\, federal regulators for at
least 3 years for its role in money laundering
following a federal investigation and charges
brought against it by the U.S. Attorney Gen-
eral.

According to recent reports, TD failed to

monitor over $18 trillion in customer activity for about a decade, en-
abling three money laundering networks to transfer illicit funds
through accounts at the bank, U.S. authorities said.

Persaud drew a parallel with Wells Fargo WFC.N, whose earnings have
been constrained by a $1.95 trillion asset cap since 2018 following a
fake accounts scandal. An asset cap would also constrain TD's profits,
but to a lesser extent than it did for Wells Fargo, he said.

Persaud said the probe has led to TD's stock's "significant underper-
formance” and prompted the retirement of its current CEO, Bharat Mas-
rani.

TD Bank agreed to pay $3 billion in penalties and limit its U.S.
growth for failing to properly monitor and prevent cash deposits by
Chinese criminals tied to the sale of fentanyl and other illicit drugs.

Under the current regime, financial institutions ranging from banks to ca-
sinos are required to monitor transactions by customers and to file re-
ports when they come across something that looks suspicious.

“By making its services convenient for criminals, TD Bank became
one,” said Attorney General Merrick B. Garland. “Today, TD Bank
also became the largest bank in U.S. history to plead guilty to Bank
Secrecy Act program failures, and the first US bank in history to
plead guilty to conspiracy to commit money laundering. TD Bank
chose profits over compliance with the law —

“For years, TD Bank starved its compliance program of the resources
needed to obey the law. Today'’s historic guilty plea, including the
largest penalty ever imposed under the Bank Secrecy Act, offers an un-
mistakable lesson: crime doesn't pay — and neither does flouting
compliance,” said Deputy Attorney General Lisa Monaco. “Every bank
compliance official in America should be reviewing today’s charges as a
case study of what not to do. Every bank CEO and board member
should do the same. Because if the business case for compliance
wasn't clear before — it should be now."

“TD Bank prioritized growth and convenience over following its legal ob-
ligations,” said U.S. Attorney Philip R. Sellinger for the District of New
Jersey. “As a result of staggering and pervasive failures in oversight, it
willfully failed to monitor trillions of dollars of transactions — including
those involving ACH transactions, checks, high-risk countries, and peer-
to-peer transactions — which allowed hundreds of millions of dollars
from money laundering networks to flow through the bank, includ-
ing for international drug traffickers. The bank was aware of these
risks and failed to take steps to protect against them, including for two
networks prosecuted in New Jersey and elsewhere — one that dumped
piles of cash on the bank’s counters and another that allegedly withdrew
amounts from ATMs 40 to 50 times higher than the daily limit for per-
sonal accounts.”

TD Bank's AML failures made it “convenient” for criminals, in the words
of its employees. These failures enabled three money laundering net-
works to collectively transfer more than $670 million through TD Bank
accounts between 2019 and 2023. Between January 2018 and February
2021, one money laundering network processed more than $470 million

through the bank through large cash de-
posits into nominee accounts. The oper-

* ators of this scheme provided employees
1 gift cards worth more than $57,000 to
ensure employees would continue to
process their transactions. And even
though the operators of this scheme
were clearly depositing cash well over

. $10,000 in suspicious transactions, TD
Bank employees did not identify the con-
ductor of the transaction in required re-
ports. In a second scheme between March
2021 and March 2023, a high-risk jewelry
business moved nearly $120 million through shell accounts before TD
Bank reported the activity. In a third scheme, money laundering net-
works deposited funds in the United States and quickly withdrew those
funds using ATMs in Colombia.

Five TD Bank employees conspired with this network and issued
dozens of ATM cards for the money launderers, ultimately conspi-
ring in the laundering of approximately $39 million.

The Justice Department has charged over two dozen individuals ac-
ross these schemes, including two bank insiders. TD Bank’s plea
agreement requires continued cooperation in ongoing investiga-
tions of individuals.

“White Collar Crimes" in America should not go unpunished and this ex-
ample of corporations working hand in hand with criminals undermines
our system placing criminality above honest and industrious labor to in-
crease one’s income levels in America! We have seen too many White
Collar Criminals beat the system and receive extremely light sentences
from our courts in America!

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The Hispanic community has been an essential
driving force in the U.S. economy, contributing
to various sectors from agriculture to technol-
ogy. However, despite being the largest minor-
ity in the country and having the potential to
become the majority in the coming decades,
Hispanics continue to face barriers that limit

Economically, Hispanic business growth remains remarkable but
is hindered by structural inequalities. Although they represent
19% of the population, Latinos only own 6% of businesses with
employees. If they had equitable representation in business own-
ership, this would result in the creation of 6.6 million additional
jobs and generate $2.3 trillion in income. However, Latino entre-
preneurs face disproportionate challenges, such as limited ac-
cess to capital, preventing their businesses from growing and
fully participating in the digital economy, where they still have a
low presence in e-commerce and fast-
growing sectors.

Socially, the lack of access to basic serv-
ices like the Internet continues to be a criti-
cal problem for many Hispanic families. In
an increasingly digital world, the technol-
ogy gap exacerbates educational and eco-
nomic disparities. Hispanic children, who
represent a growing part of the student
population, are the most vulnerable to drop- ™
ping out of school if they do not receive the 2
necessary support to thrive in an increas-
ingly technology-dependent educational
environment. The implementation of pro-
grams that ensure access to the Internet
and technological devices for all is urgent
to guarantee equitable education.

Additionally, language barriers are an un-
necessary obstacle that persists in many
public services. In Europe, for example,
speaking multiple languages is common
and considered a strength, while in the
United States, the lack of bilingual services remains a barrier for
Hispanic families to access the resources they need. For democ-
racy to work for everyone, the government must recognize that
offering bilingual services is not just a matter of inclusion but of
justice.

Political representation is also essential. Despite progress, Lat-
inos are underrepresented in the highest levels of leadership in
both the private and public sectors. Less than 5% of seats on
Fortune 500 company boards are held by Hispanics, and Latina
women occupy only 1% of those seats. This is a clear reflection
of the need for greater participation in decision-making that af-
fects not only the Hispanic community but the entire country.

The future of the United States depends on a firm commitment to
dismantle these barriers. Hispanic families should not be seen
only as a workforce but as full citizens with the right to access the
same economic, educational, and social opportunities as any
other group. Recognizing the value of this community and elimi-
nating structural barriers will be essential to ensuring a more just,
inclusive, and prosperous country for all.

Ademas, las barreras lingiiisticas son un obstaculo innece-
sario que persiste en muchos servicios publicos. En Europa,
por ejemplo, hablar varios idiomas es comtn y se considera
una fortaleza, mientras que en Estados Unidos, la falta de
servicios bilingiies sigue siendo una barrera para que las
familias hispanas accedan a los recursos que necesitan.
Para que la democracia funcione para todos, el gobierno
debe reconocer que ofrecer servicios bilingiies no es solo
una cuestion de inclusion, sino de justicia.

La representacion politica también es esencial. A pesar de
los avances, los latinos estan subrepresentados en los ni-
veles mas altos de liderazgo tanto en el sector privado como
en el publico. Menos del 5% de los cargos en juntas directi-
vas de empresas Fortune 500 estan ocupados por hispanos,
y las mujeres latinas ocupan solo el 1% de esos asientos.
Este es un reflejo claro de la necesidad de una mayor partici-
pacion en la toma de decisiones que afectan no solo a la co-
munidad hispana, sino a todo el pais.

El futuro de los Estados Unidos depende de un compromiso
firme para derribar estas barreras. Las familias hispanas no
deben ser vistas solo como una fuerza laboral, sino como ci-
udadanos plenos con el derecho de acceder a las mismas
oportunidades econémicas, educativas y sociales que cual-
quier otro grupo.

“TD Bank priorizé el crecimiento y la conveniencia por sobre el cum-
plimiento de sus obligaciones legales”, dijo el Fiscal Federal Philip R.
Sellinger para el Distrito de Nueva Jersey. “Como resultado de fallas
asombrosas y generalizadas en la supervision, deliberadamente no
monitored billones de ddlares en transacciones, incluidas aquellas
que involucraban transacciones ACH, cheques, paises de alto riesgo
y transacciones entre pares, lo que permitié que cientos de millones
de ddlares de redes de lavado de dinero fluyeran a través del banco,
incluso para narcotraficantes internacionales. El banco era con-
sciente de estos riesgos y no tomé medidas para protegerse contra
ellos, incluso para dos redes procesadas en Nueva Jersey y otros lu-
gares: una que arrojaba pilas de efectivo en los mostradores del
banco y otra que supuestamente retiraba montos de los cajeros auto-
maticos de 40 a 50 veces mas altos que el limite diario para cuentas
personales”.

Las fallas de AML de TD Bank lo hicieron "conveniente" para los de-
lincuentes, en palabras de sus empleados. Estas fallas permitieron

que tres redes de lavado de dinero transfirieran colectivamente mas
de $670 millones a través de cuentas de TD Bank entre 2019 y 2023.
Entre enero de 2018 y febrero de 2021, una red de lavado de dinero
proces6 mas de $470 millones a través del banco mediante grandes
depdsitos en efectivo en cuentas nominativas. Los operadores de
este esquema proporcionaron a los empleados tarjetas de regalo por
un valor de mas de $57,000 para garantizar que los empleados con-
tinuaran procesando sus transacciones. Y aunque los operadores de
este esquema estaban depositando claramente efectivo por mas de
$10,000 en transacciones sospechosas, los empleados de TD Bank
no identificaron al conductor de la transaccién en los informes reque-
ridos. En un segundo esquema entre marzo de 2021 y marzo de
2023, una empresa de joyeria de alto riesgo movié casi $120 millones
a través de cuentas fantasma antes de que TD Bank informara la ac-
tividad. En un tercer esquema, las redes de lavado de dinero deposi-
taron fondos en los Estados Unidos y rapidamente retiraron esos
fondos utilizando cajeros automaticos en Colombia.

Cinco empleados del TD Bank conspiraron con esta red y emitieron
docenas de tarjetas de cajero automatico para los lavadores de din-
ero, conspirando finalmente en el lavado de aproximadamente $39
millones. El Departamento de Justicia ha acusado a méas de dos
docenas de personas en estos esquemas, incluidos dos miembros
del banco. El acuerdo de culpabilidad del TD Bank requiere una coo-
peracion continua en las investigaciones en curso de los individuos.

Los "delitos de cuello blanco" en Estados Unidos no deben quedar
impunes y este ejemplo de corporaciones trabajando de la mano con
criminales socava nuestro sistema colocando la criminalidad por en-

Baseball is one of the sports that carries a worldwide
audience, with over 20 countries and territories repre-
sented throughout the teams in the National Baseball
League; but it is especially prevalent within the Latinx
community, with over 30% of MLB players identifying as Latino/Hispanic.

Throughout the years, there have been many standouts within the com-
munity, and right now, Ronald Acuna Jr. is one of those stars.

The Venezuelan outfielder plays for the Atlanta Braves, signing with the
team as an international free agent in 2014. After spending his first four
years in the minor leagues, he made his MLB debut in 2018, winning the
National League Rookie of the Year Award that season.

Acuna was born in La Guaira, Venezuela. He represented Venezuela in
the 2011 Pan American Games. After making his professional debut in

2015, he ended the season batting .269, with four home runs, 18 RBls,

and 16 stolen bases. He continued to be a standout in the minors, and

following the 2017 minor league season, he won the league champion-
ship and earned MVP honors, becoming the AFL’s youngest MVP.

He was ranked the No. 1 MLB prospect by Baseball America going into
the 2018 season. He was assigned to minor league camp in March, but
was promoted to the major league in April, making him the youngest
player in the league at the time.

He became a regular in the leadoff spot, and in September, he broke the
team’s leadoff home run record with his 25th home run, becoming the
seventh player in MLB history to hit that many home runs under the age
of 21. He ended the regular season batting .239 with 26 home runs and
64 RBls.

In the National League Division Series against the LA Dodgers, Acuna
became the youngest player to hit a postseason grand slam.

In 2019, the Braves and Acuna agreed to an eight-year, $100 million
contract, making him the youngest player in league history to sign a con-
tract of that amount. He earned his first All-Star Game appearance that
season as starting outfielder. He finished the season leading the National
League in runs (127) and stolen bases (37). He won the 2019 National
League Silver Slugger Awards for outfield.

He was awarded his second consecutive Silver Slugger Award and fin-
ished twelfth in voting for the MVP award following the 2020 season.

He earned a spot in the 2021 All-Star Game but was unable to play due
to an ACL tear earlier that season. Although he was not an active player,
he was part of the 2021 Braves team who won the World Series.

Acuna was activated from the injured list in April 2022, receiving the
most votes of any National League player for a spot in the 2022 All-Star
team, and also participating in the Home Run Derby that year. He fin-
ished the season batting .266/.351/.413 with 15 home runs, 50 RBls, and
29 stolen bases in 119 games.

During the 2023 season, Acuna became the fifth MLB member of the 40-
40 club, which is a group of batters who have collected 40 home runs
and 40 stolen bases in a single season. He also set a modern-era fran-
chise record in stolen bases, with 73, and became the first MLB player to
accomplish a 40-70 season. He led the league in steals, hits (217), runs
(149), and Acuna total bases (383), and was unanimously selected as
the National League Most Valuable Player.

Acuna recorded his 190th career stolen base in April 2024, setting a
franchise record. His season ended early with a torn ACL in May against
the Pittsburgh Pirates. He ended the season at 49 games, hitting
.250/.351/.365 with 4 home runs, 15 RBI, and 16 stolen bases.

El jardinero venezolano juega para los Bravos de Atlanta, firmando
con el equipo como agente libre internacional en 2014. Luego de
pasar sus primeros cuatro afos en las ligas menores, debuto en la
MLB en 2018, ganando el premio al Novato del Ano de la Liga Na-
cional que estacion.

Acuna naci6 en La Guaira, Venezuela. Represento a Venezuela en
los Juegos Panamericanos de 2011. Después de hacer su debut
profesional en 2015, terminé la temporada bateando .269, con cua-
tro jonrones, 18 carreras impulsadas y 16 bases robadas. Continué
destacandose en las menores y, después de la temporada de ligas
menores de 2017, gano el campeonato de la liga y obtuvo los hon-
ores de MVP, convirtiéndose en el MVP mas joven de la AFL.

Baseball America lo clasifico como el prospecto nimero uno de la
MLB de cara a la temporada 2018. Fue asignado al campamento de
ligas menores en marzo, pero fue ascendido a la liga mayor en abril,
lo que lo convirtié en el jugador mas joven de la liga en ese mo-
mento.

Se convirtio en un habitual en el puesto de primer bate y, en sep-
tiembre, rompio el récord de jonrones del equipo con su jonrén nu-
mero 25, convirtiéndose en el séptimo jugador en la historia de la
MLB en conectar esa cantidad de jonrones antes de los 21 anos.
temporada bateando .239 con 26 jonrones y 64 carreras impulsadas.

En la Serie Divisional de la Liga Nacional contra los Dodgers de Los
Angeles, Acuna se convirtio en el jugador mas joven en lograr un
grand slam en postemporada.

Durante la temporada 2023, Acufia se convirtio en el quinto miem-
bro de la MLB del club 40-40, que es un grupo de bateadores que
han acumulado 40 jonrones y 40 bases robadas en una sola tempo-
rada. También establecio un récord de franquicia de la era moderna
en bases robadas, con 73, y se convirtio en el primer jugador de la
MLB en lograr una temporada de 40-70. Lidero la liga en robos, hits
(217), carreras (149) y bases totales de Acuna (383), y fue seleccion-
ado unanimemente como el Jugador Mas Valioso de la Liga Na-
cional.

Wait...a mac-
hete? Legendary actor, author and restaura-
teur, Danny Trejo, is coming to the GR
Comic-Con. Probably best known for his pop-
ular role as the assassin, Machete, Trejo has
appeared in over 400 movie and television
roles in his nearly 40 year acting career.

But his journey to Hollywood was not typical.
Trejo, who was born in California, was the son
of Mexican-American parents. By the age of 8
he was using marijuana and by 18 had
moved on to heroin and cocaine. He spent
most of his youth in juvenile offenders’ camps
followed by incarceration in some of Califor-
nia’s most famous prisons such as Vacaville,
Folsom and San Quentin and he even met
Charles Manson while in the Los Angeles County Jail. While in prison he
focused on boxing and became a lightweight and welterweight champion
in San Quentin.

While in Soledad prison, facing capital charges and even the death pen-
alty, Trejo found faith and successfully overcame his drug addictions. He
also earned his high-school diploma. He was released in 1969 after serv-
ing 5 years of a 10-year sentence. Since then, he has worked in construc-
tion, lawn care, sales and became a drug abuse counselor at Western
Pacific Rehab. It was while he was working with a teenaged patient on the
set of Runaway Train that he was offered a job as an extra, which turned
into a small role in the film and launched his career. “| remember the first
time | was interviewed; | was asked how | felt about being stereotyped as
the mean, tattooed Chicano guy. | lifted my shirt and showed my tattoos
and said ‘what do you mean? | AM the mean, tattooed Chicano guy!”

When he first started acting, did he think he would ever be this success-
ful? His face and his tattoos are now instantly recognizable all over the
world. “No, | didn't know it would go anywhere. But | believe that every-
thing good that has happened in my life has been a direct result of help-
ing someone else. One of my purposes in life is to help other people.”

How did Danny become a restaurateur? | was on the set of this low
budget movie and the producer, Ash Shah, who is now one of my busi-
ness partners, and | were talking about food. He said why don't you open
arestaurant, and | was joking with him and said ‘Yeah, Trejo's Tacos' and
that's how it all started. My agent, Gloria, thought it was an easy decision.”
And in 2016, the first Trejo's Tacos was established in L.A. “Now we have
one in London!" What is his personal favorite? “| love to go fishing, so |
love the Baja fish tacos.” Most of the recipes come from his mother, but
with some healthier changes. “We have vegan and gluten-free options,
and they are delicious.”

Danny is now 80 years old and shows no sign of slowing down. He has a
few new movies out, the latest one is called ‘Seven Cemeteries’, which is
a comedy/horror/action film written and directed by John Gulager. ‘Gracie
and Pedro: Pets to the Rescue’ is his newest animated film. He is currently
working on Mysteries Unearthed with the History Channel and has a
narrative podcast, ‘Nocturno’ which comes out October 22 with Sonoro
media. So, what is his secret to a long life? Is it clean living (he has been
sober for over 50 years)? Is it exercise? Is it tacos? Danny's answer?
“Don't Die!”
