This year, we
start off the month with Holy Week and our Maundy
Thursday service on April 2 at 7:30 PM at First Congre-
gational Church of Westfield.

This is fol-
lowed by the liturgical celebration of a fifty-day feast of
the Easter season that reaches its conclusion on Pente-
cost Sunday.
