Demonstrate a comprehensive understanding of the benefit of an interdisciplinary approach to environmental planning that incorporates social, economic, and environmental values; and 
(4) 
Two letters of recommendation. 
Note that it is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that all materials are received by the deadline. Applicants are encouraged to mail materials in one package, although enclosure of letters of recommendation or official transcripts should be in sealed envelopes.
