· Lead Grand Canyon Monitoring and Research Center efforts to understand the effects of Glen Canyon Dam operations on the physical, biological, and cultural resources of the Colorado River ecosystem in Glen, Marble, and Grand Canyons.
· Work as the principal scientific advisor to the Glen Canyon Dam Adaptive Management Program on matters of river science as related to the Colorado River.
· Provide scientific and technical leadership for the planning, development, and implementation of original research and monitoring of river ecosystems in the Southwest, especially the large main-stem segments of the Colorado River and its major tributaries.

ABOUT THE GRAND CANYON MONITORING AND RESEARCH CENTER (GCMRC):
In 1996, the Secretary of the Interior signed a formal decision altering the historical flows from Glen Canyon Dam and establishing the Glen Canyon Dam Adaptive Management Program. In the context of the management of Glen Canyon Dam, adaptive management was selected to create a process whereby “the effects of dam operations on downstream resources would be assessed and the results of those assessments would form the basis of future modifications of dam operations.” Science in the adaptive management process is the “compass” used to evaluate the effects of Glen Canyon Dam operations on resources of concern and to inform changes in course when necessary.
The Grand Canyon Monitoring and Research Center is responsible for providing scientific monitoring and research in this context. To achieve this goal GCMRC continues to refine a comprehensive ecosystem science program that is responsive to the needs of the program’s participants and the U.S. Department of Interior. GCMRC efforts include applying innovative approaches for integrated science, monitoring, and data management; ecosystem modeling of physical and biological components and processes; and advancing remote sensing and spatial data analysis.
