A legible, completed application form in English or French 
A typed personal essay (500+ words) outlining the following:  

1.  Educational goals and personal aspirations (career, travel etc.) 
2.  Involvement in community services, student service hours or volunteer experience 
3.  Demonstrate financial need (personal and economic circumstances) 
4.  Any information you feel may be relevant to your application. 
5.  Upload proof of enrollment into a full time program at a accredited institution 

Decision Process 

A panel of a minimum of three persons associated with the Banff Avenue Community House will
review, rate applications, and award the bursaries.  
The chosen recipients will be notified via email no later than the 1st week of August.  
An acknowledgment ceremony will be held in the 3rd Thurs of August to officially announce and
provide the financial award to the Bursary recipients.
