The Program Tutor Leader is responsible for delivering academic support to High students. The Program 

Tutor Leader will be a leader in innovation and constructing creative ways to engage, stimulate and 

empower learning afterschool for students 13 years of age and up. 

In addition, this position requires you to implement individual goals and program plans for each student 
to reach their personal success.  Research and implement grade level literacy and numeracy activities 
that aligned directly with program expectations and students goals

and/or equivalent experience in the field.  

o A minimum of 2 years previous experience tutoring children in numeracy and/or literacy. Able to 

respond to students’ individual learning styles. 
o Familiar with grade level expectations in the Ontario Curriculum  
o Possess a strong understanding of the barriers marginalized, racialized, and/or at-risk clients 

may face in society.  
o Certified or willing to obtain certification in Standard First-Aid/CPR mandatory. 
o A vulnerable sector police reference check is mandatory. 
o Strong oral and written communication skills  
o Ability to plan and implement engaging activities that align with the program's objectives and 

promote learning and development. 

o Solid computer proficiency in a wide range of applications and platforms required 
o Work collaboratively with all members of the Community House and the community to support 

a holistic approach to supporting vulnerable children, youth and their families 
o A strong knowledge of an Anti-oppressive approach and understand the lived realties of the 

community served.
