One may ask why ashes? Why a Wednesday? 

Easter is to be celebrated on the 

first Sunday after the Paschal full moon. The Paschal full 

moon is the first full moon occurring on or after the spring 

equinox.   Ash Wednesday is six weeks before Easter (that 

gives you the first Sunday of Lent), and then back up four 

more days: Ash Wednesday is the Wednesday before the 

first Sunday of Lent. 

Ashes are used as a symbol of mortality. A symbol that the 

dust we once came is the dust to which we will return.  Ashes on the forehead 

symbolize the commitment we make in the journey of Lent who look inward and 

dialog with our own Spiritual being to find where there are places that need 

healing or mending so we can fully go to God new and fresh on Easter morning.

Pull Out All the Stops 



Fort Atkison childcare center will be closing after 57 years of operation. 

Fort Atkinson Preschool and Childcare, located in the lower level of First Con-

gregational United Church of Christ at 31 W. Milwaukee Ave., will shutter it doors 

when the school year ends June 5, 2026. 

Center director Heidi Yngsdal informed pupils’ families of the pending closure 

in an email Thursday. 

“It is with great emotion that I write this letter to you,” she stated. “As many of 

you have noticed, enrollments have drastically decreased over the years, and each 

classroom has small class sizes. This has been wonderful to allow teachers to provide 

one-on-one care for students, as well as really get to know each student and the fami-

lies. However, these decreasing enrollments has taken a huge toll on the financial sit-

uation of the church and childcare center.” 

She noted that the Church Council made the closure decision “with great re-

gret,” adding, “Quality childcare provision has long been a part of First Congrega-

tional’s mission, and thanks to the families, the staff and all our community partners, 

that mission has been realized. But it is time for this chapter for the church to con-

clude.” 

During the congregation’s annual meeting Sunday, it was announced that drop-

ping enrollment and operational deficits led the council to this difficult decision. 

The childcare center is licensed to serve 75 children, but has only 33 currently 

enrolled, roughly half of whom are after-school attendees. Since COVID-19, the cen-

ter’s 4-year-old kindergarten (4K) headcount has dropped from 54 to 12. The 3-year-

old program currently has only four children, with just one attending all five days of 

the week. Staffing could accommodate 12 pupils. 

According to the state Public School Review, the School District of Fort Atkin-

son’s overall 4K student population has declined by 41 percent during the past five 

school years. 

Potentially exacerbating the childcare center’s future enrollment drop are pro-

gram expansions planned by the the Badgerland After-School Enhancement Program 

(BASE) and local school districts considering full-day 4K programs. 

Yngsdal told the council earlier this month that she met with Lisa Hollenberger, 

School District of Fort Atkinson director of Pupil Services and Special Education, who 

said there are going to be changes to the structure of 4K in the next few years. A com-

munity survey found support for more programing in district buildings and wrapa-

round (before- and after-school care) options, and a consultant suggested that move. 

District Superintendent Rob Abbott explained Monday that early childhood is a 

topic being discussed by school districts statewide in light of declining birth rates.

A recent study by Forward Analytics shows the number of children in Wisconsin 

dropped more than 9 percent from 2000-2024. In 2023, there were 59,719 births in 

Wisconsin, the lowest number since 1941. Compounding the issue is the fact that since 

2017, the state has the fifth-lowest rate of people moving into Wisconsin. 

“We have no plans in place right now, but we do have to look at early childhood 

(programs), including 4K,” Abbott said. “We have to adjust to small enrollment and 

we are exploring options related to 4K and early-childhood programming.” 

In addition, it is possible that BASE — which recently moved into its new 

60,000-square-foot Janesville Avenue facility — will start offering 4-year-old wrapa-

round care when its classrooms receive state license approval. That also would impact 

Fort Atkinson Preschool and Childcare as it is one of the few 4Ks that offer before-and

-after school care. 

BASE Executive Director Alicia Norris said Monday that while the nonprofit is 

seeking a license that covers children ages 2-6, its plans are targeting school-age 

youngsters ages 4-6. 

“We are prioritizing ages 5 and 6, kindergartners and first-graders, and will wait 

to see how things progress,” she said. “We would not be a 4K (teaching) site, but we 

would provide 4K wraparound.” 

Yngsdal noted that Fort Atkinson Preschool and Childcare cannot boost its in-

come by offering infant care, as state licensing requires that babies be housed on a 

main floor and the childcare center is located in the church’s lower level.  

At the same time, losses in childcare are funded by the church’s endowment. 

Church Treasurer Kim Lutes reported that the childcare center experienced a $53,661 

deficit in 2025 and was anticipated to be $75,238 in the red for 2026. The significant 

drop in 4K pupils resulted in a reduction of approximately $30,000 from the School 

District of Fort Atkinson. 

In 2025, she said, grants funded $20,144 of payroll costs and other grants add-

ed $14,865 to the bottom line. However, state grants were down about 36 percent 

from 2024 and it was anticipated that they would cease entirely in 2026. 

“The church council has been monitoring enrollments and the financial aspects 

of the childcare for several years now and, regrettably, the continuance of the child-

care at First Congregational Church UCC is no longer feasible,” the pastor, the Rev. 

Dr. Sara Rabe, said. “We appreciate all of the staff who have provided high-quality 

childcare and early childhood development education throughout many years. 

“Many young ones began their education at Fort Atkinson Preschool and Child-

care and it is has been a special place,” she added. “For that, we are grateful." 

Fort Atkinson Preschool and Childcare is a nondenominational, nonprofit self-

supporting center founded in 1969.
