Line Investigation and Maintenance - Conduct smoke testing by operating and maintaining smoke
blower, gathering drainage information, and operating camera; monitor flow; conduct dye water
flooding; conduct manhole inspections and checks for structural soundness; locate and mark sewer
lines; and operate easement machine, sewer jet, T.V. truck or Vactor.
