The proposed amendments to our cons4tu4on were reviewed.  Ar4cle X was discussed regarding new 
member handicaps.  The first sentence was changed to:  A golfer wishing to join the Associa4on must 
present either documenta4on of current GHIN status or any combina4on of 18 hole or 9 hole unadjusted 
and a[ested scores totaling 54 holes of play at any USGA rated course to establish a handicap. 
Linda Heinke made a mo4on to approve all adjustments through Ar4cle X as presented.  Peggy Paige 
seconded. 
Sec4on 2 of Ar4cle XI, last sentence, was amended to:  On Thursday Play Days, a player’s maximum 
course handicap index allowance is 38. 
Marcia Esche moved to approve all changes to our cons4tu4on; Ginny Mar4n seconded. 

New Business   
Treasurer Marcia Esche reviewed our 2020-2021 season budget.  Anita Kommnick made a mo4on to 
approve; Peggy Paige seconded. 
President Veling asked for sugges4ons for recipient(s) of our charitable contribu4ons.  We have given all 
contribu4ons to The First Tee in the past.  A discussion was held regarding Emily Brown, who established 
a scholarship fund for young women in Florida who do not receive athle4c scholarships.  Anita promised 
to get more informa4on.  The decision on who to send our contribu4ons to was tabled un4l our next 
mee4ng.  Later in the day, Anita reported that Emily Brown no longer promotes that scholarship and 
recommended that we help girls golf through The First Tee as we have been doing.
