Underhill World Book Day

World Book Day is on Thursday 5th March and we want to take this opportunity to get
children even more excited about books and reading. Please read below about some of the
exciting events happening in Underhill.

Underhill Reading Battle
For the first time ever, Underhill houses will be competing for the most FREDs! This Friday ,

the House Captains will lead an assembly and each house will decide on a prize for their
house. They will receive this prize when the house has collected 2000 reads. Every time your
child reads at home and brings in their FRED book/book mark, they will receive a token in
their house colour. The school librarians will collect and count the tokens every Friday , and
when their house has collected 2000 tokens, they will get their reward. It is simple: the more
frequently your children read at home, the quicker they will get their reward. We will launch
on World Book Day.
