1. Sovereignty — T.O.L.L.S is the audit infrastructure for sovereignty maintenance
1. Pain Principle — tolls are pain read as cost, not verdict; the audit names the mechanism
1. SPS-5 (Social Prosthetic System) — social tolls map directly to SPS dependency structures
1. Altitude / Emotional Tiers System — altitude at time of toll payment determines how cost registers
1. DISCERMA — differential translation of the same toll across multiple contextual filters
