There is a Jewish custom that Psalm 121 and other holy verses should be brought
with the mother to the hospital before giving birth. These holy verses will invoke
God's blessing for protection, for an easy birth, and for a healthy mother and
child thereafter.

These holy verses should then be placed by the baby's crib, on the doorway of the
baby's bedroom, and especially on the front door to the home. In this way,
immediately upon birth to newborn child is surrounded by holy and pure objects.
This adds to divine blessing raising the child to Torah, marriage and good deeds.
