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WHEN GIRLS GO FISHING 
 
When a man decides to fish a tournament, he pays his entry fee the week of the tournament.  The 
day before the tournament he gets his gear ready and buys his beer, and that's it. 
The Seabreeze News reached out to a couple of women that have come together to fish the Sisters 
Helping Sisters tournament for the past nine years. 
In the early years of fishing the SHS tournament, Gracie and Saragin would fish two tournaments 
a year.  In October they fished the ALL women tournament and in March they would fish the 
Jack and Jill where men and women could fish together. The last few years the tournament has 
been held once a year, with men and women able to fish.  There are also two different divisions in 
the SHS tournament, non-guided and guided.  Gracie and Saragin chose the guided division for 
several reasons with the main reason being neither woman has a boat. 
For Gracie and Saragin 
preparing for the SHS 
tournament for June 18th 
starts months in advance. 
Starting in March they 
will notify their jobs that 
they will be taking vaca-
tion days for June 15th, 
16th, and 17th.  It may 
seem a little extreme for 
the ladies to take three 
days off of work leading 
up to the tournament, but 
for women it's a little 
more than checking the 
gear and buying beer, and 
to add to the preparations, 
Saragin lives out of town 
in Bryan, Texas.  Also in 
March, they paid their 
entry fee to obtain the 
early bird discount and 
Saragin secured the la-
dies’ favorite fishing 
guide. 
Saragin and Gracie decid-
ed that they wanted new 
team shirts for the 2022 
SHS tournament.  In April, Saragin found new shirts for the team and mailed them to Gracie  so 
she could take the shirts to Kemah Coach to get all the graphics done on the shirts. 
Gracie made hair appointments for both ladies for June 15th with Gina Rivers out of Baytown. 
She is a stylist that does a lot of SHS ladies and donates her time when the SHS brothers and sis-
ters shave their heads as part of a fundraiser for the Angels battling cancer. 
In May, Saragin called Gracie to remind her to go to Bass Pro Shop to get her reel restrung.  
The ladies never discussed a fishing license because years ago they both started getting a  
year-to-date license in October which would cover both tournaments. 
June 1st,  Gracie calls Saragin and they discuss how they both got their reels restrung, the shirts 
were done, what they were getting done to their hair and nails.  Oh yes, those girls get the  
mani-pedi, the whole nine yards.  After all, the rest of the 100-plus women fishing the tournament 
are all getting their nails, toes and hair done too. 
On June 15th, the ladies meet up and go to visit Gina at Texas Tangles in Baytown.  They both got 
highlights with a few pink ones, which pretty much took all day.  Saragin and Gracie decided to 
meet up at noon on the 16th to go get their manicures and gel nails put on. They went to Acade-
my and went through the fishing section to look for cool new gadgets.  On the 17th, they meet up 
for the captains meeting and Daryle and Darell are at the meeting.   You see, Daryle and Darell 
are also on the fishing team.  The two guys spent the day going over their fishing gear and buying 
beer. 
The ladies told The Seabreeze News that they were very proud to fish the SHS tournament year 
after year. It is as money going to a good cause and they get to meet up and fish.
