Senate Bill 763

(1) There is no need to panic; —

(2) We could all be Kkilled.
Yes, hurricane season is an
exciting time to be in Texas .
If youre new to the area,
you're probably wondering
what you need to do to
prepared for the possibility
that we'll get hit by 'the big
one.! Based upon our
experience, we recommend
that you follow this simple 3-
step hurricane preparedness g
plan:
STEP 1: Buy enough food and §
bottled water to last your
family for at least 3 days.
STEP 2: Put these supplies
into your car.

STEP 3: Drive to Nebraska
and remain there until
Halloween.

Unfortunately, the statistics show that most people will not follow this sensible plan. Most people will
foolishly stay here in Texas . We'll start with one of the most important hurricane preparedness items:
HOMEOWNERS' INSURANCE: If you own a home, you must have hurricane insurance. Fortunately, this
insurance is cheap and easy to get, as long as your home meets 2 basic requirements:

(1) It is reasonably well-built, and (2) It is located in Nebraska .

The disadvantage
is that, because you make them yourself, they will fall off.

Sheet-metal shutters: The advantage is that these work well once you get them all up. The disadvantage is
that once you get them all up, your hands will be useless bleeding stumps ... and it will be December.
Roll-down shutters: The advantages are that they're very easy to use and will definitely protect your house.
