TEXAS ADDS 2 CONGRESSIONAL
SEATS IN U.S. HOUSE

Texas will have 38 congressional seats as a result of
the latest U.S. census. It’s one of six states to gain
seats, and it’s the only state that will get more than
one. The new counts reflect a decade of population
growth since the last census, which determines how
many congressional seats are assigned to each state.

The 2020 census puts the state’s population at
29,145,505 — up from 25.1 million in 2010. Con-
gressional apportionment is determined by essential-
ly dividing the U.S. population by 435, the number
of seats in the House. The fastest-growing states will
add new seats, while those that are shrinking or grow-
ing slower than the national average will lose them.
Colorado, Montana, and Oregon all added residents
and gained seats. Texas was the biggest winner —
the second-most populous state added two congres-
sional seats, while Florida and North Carolina gained
one. States losing seats included Illinois, Michigan,
Pennsylvania and West Virginia.

More precise census data showing population counts
at the level of neighborhood blocks is expected to be
released by the end of September and will be used to
redraw districts for state legislative seats. Release of
census data comes four months late, following delays
by the Census Bureau’s household-by-household sur-
vey last year caused by the coronavirus pandemic.

On
average, members of these groups
are typically in the over 50 range,
many in the way over 50 range.

Reason often cited for the decline
in membership include lack of
time due to work and family re-
lated demands as well as more
competition for people’s time and
interests outside work.  Sadly,
the almost complete infiltration
of social media, instant messages,
Zoom, video games, etcetera, has
also done so much to replace huma
interaction and empathy in our soci-
ety. Whatever the reasons, solutions must be found, whether it be parental encouragement, a
less old-fashioned approach to the organized groups or communicating more effectively the
importance of being active in your community.

Volunteering generates positive benefits. It helps strengthen communities and also helps
the volunteers themselves. It promotes strong emotional, mental, and even physical health
and encourages other types of civic participation.  It’s a way to work together with and get
to know your community. It can also be just plain fun. Fish frys, bar-b-ques, dances, con-
certs, pancake breakfasts, community gardens, and church functions are all great ways to get
involved. Look around and find something that interests you. If signing up for commitees
and joining clubs isn’t for you, participation alone is also helpful. Attend the events, meet
people, be part of the community. There is no questioning the importance and benefits of
volunteering for our own well-being and happiness. However, volunteering also has a huge
impact on the well-being and health of the communities, animals, or organizations that rely on
volunteers to help fulfill their goals. It communicates that there’s a group of individuals who
care and are willing to commit to help and improve their communities.

Volunteering not only makes an impact on the community, but it impacts your family and
friends directly. If you have children, this is a great teaching experience for them. This will
teach them that giving back is not only the right thing to do, but helping others is so reward-
ing. In truth, people can generally make time for what they chose to do. It is not really the
time but the will that is lacking.

The kids have an opportunity to watch and learn
about organic gardening, and they get to take some of the harvest as well. Their watering system collects rainwater from the school roof in three
1000-gallon tanks. A 12-volt solar powered irrigation system keeps everything watered. It's a lot of work, but also a lot of fun. Anyone can join
every Thursday and the first and third Saturday each month. They meet at 9:00 a.m. Get on out there and visit! Volunteers get first choice of the
harvest. The rest is donated to the Lighthouse resale shop on Grand Avenue. Sounds like a win-win-win!

As thousands of feeding fish go after the
shrimp, the shrimp pop-out of the water to get away from the feeding fish. As
the shrimp jump out of the water the seagulls swoop down and eat the shrimp.
