The last night would be 
to celebrate as adults, not 
sitting with the kids and 
making s’mores and 
tending to bug bites, stumped toes, sunburns, etcetera.  I thought to myself, sounds good.  The kids can 
go to camp and I will be able to watch over them.  When my husband got home I showed him what I 
found and we agreed we would take a week off work and go to Camp Backiwocki.  We booked the 
camp and we told the kids.  The whole family was excited. 
We arrived at Camp Backiwocki on a Monday morning at 8:00 am as we were instructed by the camp 
leader, Bernard and his lovely wife Rosemarie.  They told us that Monday is basically a meet and greet 
with the other families, camp counselors, and to get a basic feel of the camp and its rules. We met the 
other nine families and the kids all played chase and all the crazy stuff kids do.  They seemed to be hav-
ing a great time.  At noon we were all corralled to what they called the mess hall.  I must admit, the food 
was really good. It was at that time that the counselors introduced themselves and explained a few of the 
rules.

The counselors were so good with the children and told the adults to go out to 
the courtyard for beer and wine.  I thought that to be a little strange, but we were also at camp. 
We went to the courtyard and met up with the other parents.  Come to find out, we were the newbies.  
These parents had been bringing their kids here for years.  After a few drinks they started talking about 
Camp Runamuck and how much fun it was and that was the main reason they come here year after year.  
The hubby and I were exhausted and decided to go to the bunkhouse, him to the boys and me to the 
girls. 
Tuesday morning the counselors started waking the kids up at 7:00 am and told the parents that they 
could sleep in.  I declined and got up with my daughter.  Breakfast was at 8:00 am and my husband and 
son were waiting for us at a table.  There was a full day of activities planned for each day. Oh my!  
These kids learned water safety, swimming lessons, canoeing, hiking, and how to identify poison-
ous plants.  The kids were having the time of their life!   We, as parents, not so much.  Between the ca-
noeing, swimming, and all the other activities we were worn out.  But every night at 8:00 pm the parents 
met at the courtyard for beer and wine.  I started noticing the moms were dressing a little provocative at 
the 8:00 pm adult social time.   It seems Camp Runamuck is some spectacular event, that's all they talk 
about.   
As the week went along, the parents stayed out later and later.  It was Friday and we were comforta-
ble leaving the kids with the counselors, so we arrived at Camp Runamuck, and had an ele-
gant dinner.  Drinks and dancing were to follow.  Hubby and I went to get another drink and passed 
by the dance floor and the couples were all over each other's spouse.  We then realized what's been 
going on all week.  We were at a swinger’s camp!  We immediately grabbed the kids and never 
looked back.  The kids never knew why we really left.

Deputies, supervisors and 
personnel with specialized expertise as well as 
the Criminal District Attorney will provide the 
instruction. 
 
They endeavor to increase awareness by forging 
meaningful partnerships between Members of 
the Community and Members of Law Enforce-
ment through education. It is our hope that mem-
bers of this agency will become aware of the 
current feelings and concerns of our community 
through the input and interactions of the partici-
pant's.
