This past week, the Texas Senate State Affairs Committee held 
a hearing on keeping our elections secure and protecting  
Texas land from adversarial foreign investments.

Additional testimony was heard concerning 
attempts by hostile foreign nations, such as China, 
Iran, Russia, and North Korea, to purchase land in 
our state. Last session the Texas Senate passed 
SB 147, a bill that would have banned governments 
or citizens of adversarial nations from purchasing 
property in Texas. Unfortunately the House failed 
to take up the bill and it died in committee. As a 
Joint Author of SB 147, I take this issue very seriously. 

During the course of the hearing I raised the issue 
of how the Chinese government used WeChat, a 
Communist Chinese Party controlled social media 
platform, to try and pressure members of legislature 
into voting the bill down.
