Some 
couples are married, living together or just  
simply dating. This Relationship Abuse does 
not discriminate, it happens in all colors, reli-
gions, young, old, rich, poor, gay, straight, men or  
woman, and or whatever relationship people get 
into. 

It’s 2024 and people identify as some crazy stuff! (If I 
see you walking down the road being led by a leash, I 
will throw my beer can at you) Please identify as what 
you want, but don’t identify as a person that will raise 
your hand in anger to another human being or the 
human that will sit and take it. Some people are into 
a little spanky spanky or a little slappy slappy, but 
when that is done out of anger there is a problem, it is  
Relationship Abuse.  

Red flags of Relationship Abuse might be  
watching someone that is in a relationship where 
they seem to be isolated, no longer hanging out with 
family or friends. They may no longer dress nice, and 
don’t seem to be the person they were before they 
got in their relationship. They no longer show up to 

family functions or outings with friends. You may wit-
ness jealousy and controlling tendencies between 
the couple.

Back in the day, people said “that’s none of my 
business or I’m not getting involved.”  Most  
people still think that way. If you care about that  
person, make it your business and get involved, but 
not to the point that you put yourself in harm’s way. 

If you are in a domestic violence relationship, when 
your abuser hits you, call the cops! Follow through 
with the advice that the police give you. If your  
abuser goes to jail, that is your time to get your  
belongings and GET OUT! Especially If you have  
kids, grab them and go! Do not let your  
children think that is a tolerated behavior. You 
may not have any friends or family left that 
want to deal with the situation any more, but 
there are shelters. If you keep calling the cops  
everytime you are hit by your abuser, after a 
while the cops get numb to your situation, your  
family and friends already gave up and now the cops 
have. When the cops get the call and it’s your address 
again they will say, well Bob and Sally are at it again.

If you have a newborn that you are unable to care for, 
you have the option to bring your baby to a desig-
nated safe place with no questions asked. The Safe 
Haven Law, also known as the “Baby Moses Law,”  
provides parents with a safe and legal choice to leave 
their infant with an employee at a designated safe place, 
such as a hospital, fire station, free-standing emergen-
cy center, or emergency medical services (EMS) station. 
Once there, your baby will receive medicval care and be 
placed with an emergency provider.

If you are considering bringing your baby to a Safe 
Haven, here is some important information to  
keep in mind: Your baby must be 60 days old or 
younger, unharmed, and safe. You can take your baby 
to any hospital, fire station, or EMS station in Texas. 
When you arrive, you need to give your baby to an  
employee who works at one of these safe places and in-
form them that you wish to leave your baby at a Safe 
Haven.

An employee may ask you for family medical history to 
ensure your baby receives the appropriate care. If you 

leave your baby at a fire or EMS station, they may be 
taken to a hospital for any necessary medical attention. 
Remember, if you leave your unharmed infant at a Safe 
Haven, you will not face prosecution for abandonment 
or neglect.

Please don’t be that person that says, “I 
knew there was something wrong with that  
couple,” as the coroner is taking a body out of your  
neighbors house, or “I knew my family was in a 
bad relationship, but I didn’t know it was that 
bad,” as you are making funeral arrangements.
