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MATT WIGGINS INDICTED FOR
MISUSE OF OFFICAL CAPACITY

Matt Wiggins has been booked into the Galveston
County Jail on the felony charge of abusing his role
as President of the Galveston County Water Con-
trol and Improvement District No. 12 (WCID No.
12).  Wiggins was arrested August 12 on the
charge of Abuse of Official Capacity — a state jail
felony — after an indictment was handed down by a
Galveston County grand jury earlier this week.
The charge stems from the use of
WCID No. 12 customer money to send
out political attack letters in the monthly water bills
of more than 2,000 customers. The investigation
that resulted in the arrest of Wiggins began with a
criminal complaint filed by Dolcefino Consulting
in March of 2020. “We applaud the Galveston
County District Attorney Jack Roady, the DA’s
Public Integrity Unit, and the Texas Rangers for
bringing this misuse of public funds to the grand
jury,” says Wayne Dolcefino, President of Dolcefi-
no Consulting.
“Wiggins should
resign immediate-
ly as President of

and the Kemah
City Council

members who just
voted to put him
on the powerful
Kemah Communi-
ty  Development §
Corporation board [
knowing that he |
was under investi- §
gation, should re-
sign t0o.”

This is not the first time that Wiggins has been in-
vestigated criminally. During his time as the
Mayor of Kemah, Wiggins was accused of taking
advantage of hurricane victims to add to his real
estate empire.

In the current case, Wiggins’ bond is set at $5,000.
There has been no comment yet from Kemah City
Hall. Wiggins was mayor of Kemah from 2006 un-
til 2011 and ran an unsuccessful campaign for
mayor earlier this year.
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NEW LAWS FOR TEXANS

As September 1% arrived, more than 600 new laws took effect in Texas. Everything from lemonade
stands to firearms, education to medicinal marljuana Some of the major changes came about due to
the Winter Storm of February and the coronavirus pandemic. Chances are at least one of them will
have an impact on your life. Highlighted here a just a few of the new laws passed this year.
Arguably the most heart wrenching component of the pandemic was the inability of family members
to be physically present in the hospital as so many people left this world without the comfort of their
loved one. The cruelty of knowing the one you love is passing and you are not even allowed in the
building has caused trauma that is never ending and scars that will never heal. Texas took a step to
help correct that going for-
ward. HB 2211 relates to
in-person visitation with
hospital patients during
certain periods of disaster.
A hospital may restrict the
number of visitors a pa-
tient may have, but that
number cannot be fewer
than one. They are al-
lowed to require a com-
plete health screening and
the wearing of personal
protection equipment at all
times. Entry can be denied
to those who refuse. It is
doubtful, if not unbelieva-
ble, that anyone would re-
fuse any condition present-
ed for the opportunity to
be bedside.

Also new this year is a law
referred to as
“constitutional carry.”
This one removes the re-
quirement of obtaining a
state-issued license (and the training and background check that is part of that process) in order to

~ carry a handgun in public. Background checks are still required by federal law when purchasing a

firearm from a licensed dealer. Texans may now carry pistols openly or concealed, as long as they
are not prohibited from possessing it.

Another popular change expands beer and wine sales on Sundays. Previously, beer and wine could
not be purchased before noon on Sundays. The new law permits sales beginning at 10 a.m. until
midnight. Following are some, but not all, recent additions. Places of worship cannot be ordered to
close for any reason by any government agency or public official, including during a disaster. The
Star-Spangled Banner Protection Act will require professional sports teams that have contracts with
the state to play the anthem prior to the start of every game. Blocking Emergency Vehicles, it will
now be a felony offense if protesters knowingly block an emergency vehicle that has audible sirens
and visible signals like flashing lights. Vaccine passports are now prohibited in Texas. Businesses
that require customers to provide proof of vaccination will be in violation of the law. If a business
violates this ban, they will be barred from state contracts and grants. Medicinal Marijuana, people
like veterans, who suffer from post-traumatic stress disorder, cancer patients and other medical con-
ditions that have been approved for certain research programs, will have access to medical marijua-
na and doctors will be able to prescribe low-THC cannabis for qualifying patients. The new law
also raises the dosage limit of THC from .5% to 1%.

Finally, under the heading of “common sense,” children in Texas no longer will be required to ob-
tain a permit to open a lemonade stand. Under the Lemonade Stand Law, children (under 18) are
not required to have permits to run lemonade stands on private property. This includes any stand
selling non-alcoholic beverages. Police and other enforcement officers, including Health Depart-
ment regulators, cannot shut down children’s lemonade stands that are on private property or in pub-
lic parks. Cities and homeowners’ associations are banned from passing ordinances or rules that
regulate children’s lemonade stands on private property.

How MUD Districts Work

MUD districts are a unique aspect of
developmentin Texas. They are
political subdivisions of the State of
Texas and have a variety of powers
depending on how they’re formed,
though they mainly exist to provide
water and wastewater services to
areas outside of city limits. Many
districts contract with operations
companies to handle some or all
aspects of providing water and
wastewater services, while some
districts (like San Leon and Bacliff) opt
to have employees who handle the
bulk of the operations, only engaging
with contractors for unique tasks that
require specialized equipment or
safety measures. In some instances,
significant cost savings can be
afforded by engaging with an
operations company, which is why the
San Leon Board of Directors began
exploring the concept last year and
recently advertised for bids from
operations companies. The Board will
be reviewing the bids this month and
weighing what is best for the
District’s present and future needs.
