Nature and Scope

In addition to instructing people to sail, the position is also active in providing on the water assistance and
supervision with our 3 groups of sailors: recreational, competitive and groups/camps. They will be responsible for
all aspects of safety and the provision of a program in which sailors learn to sail to their best ability and have fun in
specially adapted Able Sail boats. They participate in all activities of the Program including the routine daily setup
and maintenance of dock equipment, the three Program boats and their equipment, and the two outboard
Coach/Safety boats. They would also be involved in transfer of patients with limited mobility from the dock to the
boats and back. The Instructor’s most important role will be to interact well with over 90 clients of varying abilities,
their caregivers, and a large number of volunteers (over 30/week), many senior and of varying abilities to provide a
safe and enjoyable sailing experience on a weekly basis.

The program is scheduled to run 5 days a week from 9:30 to 5:30 (Monday to Friday) for 10 weeks. In addition
there will be a training period prior to the program start to ensure all participants are skilled and familiar with all
safety aspects of the program.
