G Pages 2-3, talk about the thought bubbles. Ask: “Why didn’t
Biff and Chip want to come?” “Why were Mum and Dad too
busy?”

0 Page 4, help the child read 'got’ by sounding out the three
sounds ‘g-o-t'.

G Find each thing Kipper puts in the cake in the pictures.

Ask: “Do you think this cake will be good to eat?”

G Talk about the mess that Kipper is making. Notice the
expressions on the faces of Floppy and the toys. ‘

@ Page 8, can the child read ‘put’ by sounding out the three
sounds ‘p-u-t'?

G Pages 14-15, ask, “What do you think Mum said?”

(3@ Page 16, ask, “What do you think Kipper did to show that he

was sorry?”

@ Think of something Kipper might have put in the cake for each
letter of the alphabet, e.g. ‘a’ apples, ‘b’ baked beans, ‘¢’ carrots,
‘'d’, etc.

@ Find ‘put’ every time it appears in the story. How many times
does it appear? Then find 'he’ each time. Which word appears
more often, 'he’ or ‘put’?
