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Talk about going to the zoo. Look through the pictures and ask,
“Which animal do you like best?”

Read the story together. As there is repetition, the child could
take over the reading.

Use the first letter sound of the word to check names of animals,
e.g. on pages 6 and 7, identify ‘crocodiles’ not ‘alligators’.

Page 9, show the child how to work out ‘noisy’ by using letter
sounds: n—oi-s-y.

Page 12, ask, “What is Kipper carrying?”

Page 16, ask, “What had Kipper bought?”

Ask the child to read the story. Give praise for confident readlng,)
