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Dear parents/carers.

Consent for pupil to walk home by themselves.

The Triangoals Youth Walk home policy states that parents can request that children attending from 10 years of age can be granted walk home alone consent. This is to be agreed at the discretion of the club officials. 
Parents requesting consent will be expected to have considered the factors listed below when children are left unsupervised at home, walking to/ from clubor in the care of a sibling:

· Have the risks posed by walking from training session, match days or in the care of a sibling been considered?

· How old is/ are the child/ren?

· How mature is/are the child/ren? What is their level of understanding / awareness about being unsupervised/ walking home alone?

· How comfortable is/ are the child/ren with the arrangements?

· Where will the children go to? Is it safe?
· Has the parent/ carer assessed the journey from training and match days? How far will the child/ren have to walk (if appropriate)?

· How far away will the parent/ carer be? Will they be easily contactable?

· Do any of the children (this includes the older sibling or ‘carer’) have additional needs – medical, emotional, behavioural, learning difficulties/disabilities? How will these be met in the parent/ carers absence?
· Does the child or sibling caring for another child know what to do in an emergency?

· Does the child know who they can contact in case of an emergency? 
· Does the child have knowledge about how to keep themselves and younger siblings safe e.g. road safety, not answering the door to strangers, cooking etc.?

· What is their level of knowledge when it comes to first aid?

· How well do the siblings get on? How will tension be managed in the absence of a parent/carer?

· Are the children clear about the rules and boundaries of what they can and can’t do while not in adult supervision? If looking after a younger sibling, do they have the confidence and authority to implement these rules consistently? What will they do if the younger children misbehave?
· Does the child/ren have the ability and means to contact the parent if they get into difficulty – e.g. do they have a mobile phone with credit or data and emergency contact details stored?

Triangoals Youth is only responsible for pupil safety on the journey to/from training or club events where they have specifically arranged transport. If parents choose to let their child travel to/from training or club events independently, then they need to assess the risks associated with the route and the child’s confidence, maturity and age. Parents should work with their child to build up their independence, while walking to and from training and events, through route finding, road safety skills and general awareness. 
There is no set legal age that children can walk to and from destinations. It is an offence, however, to leave children alone and/or at places  that put them at risk. It is the clubs duty to monitor and alert authorities if your child is put at risk. The NSPCC provides guidance on children being left home alone as well as children being out alone. Rules

Permission will only be granted if parents/ carers have considered the above concerns and agree to the following rules:

· Children must arrive on time to training, matches and club events
· Children come directly to training without visiting others on the way

· Parents are clear with their children regarding arrangements for getting home after events and are confident that their child/ren have an understanding of where they are to go and parents know where they are.
If children are regularly involved in incidents involving their safety or behaviour when travelling to and from club events, permission to arrive by themselves will be withdrawn.

If consent is given for the child/ren to make their own way home, responsibility for their child/ren safety rests with the parents and the club will reserve the right to review the agreed arrangement and revoke permission if necessary. Alternatively, we are happy to discuss alternative options with parents if we feel that it is not suitable for their child to be travelling to and from club events alone.
