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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q: Do | need to be vaccinated?

A:_Australian Government rules currently say that all passengers must be vaccinated to cruise.
This may change in future, but that is the rule today.

Q: Do | need a passport?

A: As a matter of principle, we always recommend sailing with a passport. With that said, a
drivers licence is accepted because we are not going to another country.

Q: Will | get seasick?

A: When the weather is mild and the seas are steady, you won't feel much rocking —
especially on large, modern ships. If you're prone to motion sickness, however, we can
provide you with our suggestions on seasickness prevention.

Q: Can | use my phone?

A: In short - no! If your phone is on you will incur massive roaming charges as it connects to
the ships service. Always turn your phone to airplane mode. Having said tthat, it will work for
an hour or so out of port, and whenever we are in port. If you have the internet package, you
may be able to make internet calls.

Q: How do | pay for stuff?

A: All purchases on the ship are made using your cruise ID card, which is linked to your
onboard account. At the start of the cruise, you'll have the choice of depositing cash directly
info your account or connecting it to a credit/debit card.
