Brighton has  

often been 
called the UK’s 

‘hippest city’ 

and the 
‘happiest place 

to live in the 
UK’.  



Known for its large LGBT population, Brighton 
and Hove is wildly recognised as the ‘unoff icial 

gay capital of the UK’. As of the 2021 census, 

10.7% of the population over the age of  

eighteen identify as gay, lesbian or bisexual…  

the highest percentage in the whole of the UK. 







More than a quarter of Brighton 

and Hove’s residents (26%) are 
Black and Minority Ethnic 

(BAME) or Non-White British. 
While the overall population of 

the city has increased by 1% 
since the previous census, the 

number of Black and Minority 
Ethnic residents has increased 

by 35%. 
 

108 languages are spoken in the 
city’s schools, with 30% of  

students identifying as  
non-White British.

The majority of Brighton and 

Hove’s population (55%)  
identif ies as having no religious 

aff iliation, a f igure signif icantly 
higher than the South East's  

average of 40% and England's 
average of 37%.  

 
The city boasts a distinctive  

diversity in religious beliefs.  
Notably, 1% of its residents list 

their faith as Buddhism,  
representing a doubling of the 

national average.

Brighton and Hove is often characterised as a 

left- leaning, progressive city. As of January 

2024, its 54 councillors (representing 23 wards) 

were made up of: 

· 36 from the Labour Party  

· 7 from the Green Party  

· 6 from the Conservative Party  

· 2 from the Brighton & Hove Independents  

· 3 Independents 

 

In the divisive Brexit referendum, the city  

overwhelmingly voted to remain in the  

European Union by a margin of 69% to 31%. 

 

At the 2010 general election, the city elected  

the first ever Green Party MP when Caroline  

Lucas won the Brighton Pavilion seat. In 2015, 

Lucas was re-elected with a much increased  

majority of 7,967. In the 2017 general  

election, Lucas increased her majority to 14,689 

and 52% of the vote. Her vote majority increased 

once again in the 2019 election, by 5% with 33,151 

votes.
