Canada Day Parade Instructions

1. The person in charge of the parade entry must sign the application form and waiver.
Submit the signed waiver by mail, email, fax, or in person at the Whitehorse
Legion by 8:00 p.m. on Friday, June 26. You may also give it to the parade
controller before the parade begins.

3. Please follow all directions from parade guide volunteers.

4. Lineup begins at 9:30 a.m. on Main St between 4th and 6th Ave, and continues along
part of 6th Ave to Wood St, then along Wood St to 8™ Ave. Floats and vehicles must
enter Main St from 6th Ave. (See page 2 for the map.)

5. The parade starts at 11:00 a.m. sharp. Please arrive on time.
6. The parade route follows Main St, turns left onto 2nd Ave, and then turns right onto
Ogilvie St. (See page 2 for the map.)

7. People on foot may continue to Shipyards Park. Floats and motorized entries must
turn right at point (6) onto Front St, continue to Kiesh without stopping, and then
use the alley beside Lumel Studio to reach Black St. Do not turn onto 2" Ave. Parade
floats may drop people off on Front St between Black St and Strickland St. Please
plan your route after the parade and keep traffic moving. (See page 2 for the map.)

8. Walking entries must keep moving at a steady pace so they do not slow the parade
or create large gaps. Please be considerate of other participants.

9. Put safety first at all times. Move only at walking speed and stay with the parade.
Anyone riding a bicycle, motorcycle, or ATV must wear a proper helmet.
10. Do not throw candy or other giveaways to children. Children may run into traffic to

pick them up and could be seriously injured. You are responsible, so please hand
out items directly instead.
11. If your entry includes animals, you must clean up immediately if an animal defecates.
12. VIP participants will receive additional instructions.

Parade Route

Starting at 9:30 a.m., the parade will line up on Main St between 4th and 6th Ave (1). Floats and
vehicles will line up along 6th Ave to Wood St, then down Wood St to 8th. The parade will start at
11:00 a.m. at Main St and 4th Ave (2) and follow the traditional route down Main St to 2nd Ave,
then turn left onto 2nd Ave (3) and right onto Ogilvie St (4).

Participants who are marching or walking will turn left into Shipyards Park (5). Floats and
motorized entries must turn right (6) onto Front St, continue to Kiesh without stopping, and then
use the alley beside Lumel Studio to reach Black St. Do not turn onto 2nd Ave. Parade floats may
drop people off on Front St between Black St and Strickland St.

Please plan your route after the parade and keep traffic moving. The parade usually lasts about
45 minutes.
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
