Genesis 12.1-4a; Psalm 121; Romans 4.1-5,13-17;John 3.1-17

Psalm 121
I li� up my eyes to the mountains — where does my help come from?

My help comes from the Lord, the Maker of heaven and earth.

It’s been interes�ng for me in school this week as we con�nue our Core Value this term of
‘Truthfulness’, the themes we are exploring are honesty; truth; taking responsibility; learning
from our mistakes. And we are interweaving this with our Lenten Journey and the story of
Easter. I have to say it’s a very searching and powerful journey.

This week our society is asking police and poli�cians alike to ask searching ques�ons with
regards to the Epstein scandal and expects them to find truth.Yet, we seem less sanguine when
we ask SEND experts to consider ques�ons exploring ways to improve o ur society’s future.

The DfE says it will: “Provide £1.6 bn over three years across every early years se�ng, school and
post-16 se�ng, equa�ng to thousands of pounds extra every year on top of exis�ng core SEND
funding, to run targeted and small group interven�ons at the earliest signs of ch ildren having
addi�onal needs.”

Speaking with Teachers this week, it’s recognised that whilst increased early support for SEND is
very welcome, years, and years of underfunding and diminished external services mean that this
new funding is barely a drop in the bucket of the investment necessary to drive real
improvement in schools.

£1.6bn over three years may sound like a lot of money, but it equates to just a few thousand
pounds per se�ng. It is absolutely ridiculous to suggest that SEND provision can be adequately
overhauled with this low level of funding, or that the associated workloads for teachers could be
in any way offset by throwing a bit of money in their general direc�on.

We owe it to our young people and to the future genera�ons to invest in a system where all can
be and will be provided for .

As poli�cians, the media and the public start to scru�nise the mul�ple documents in the Epstein
files, what are their mo�va�ons?

Whilst there are serious legal and moral ques�ons to be asked, is there also a touch of
scandalmongering in some of it? Is it odd that there seems to be acceptance of the virtuous
mo�va�on of those charged with uncovering wrongdoing, but suspicion of diligent, ques�oning
research into ways of improving, for example, SEND in schools ?

We seem to assume that the difficult and even painful process of finding answers to pressing
social ques�ons and pu�ng them into ac�on could - and should - be managed risk -free.
Downsides loom large, and gains seem overplayed.



In our Gospel this Sunday, Jesus encourages Nicodemus to explore the truth as he tries to bring
together his scholarship and his experience. What can this tell us about the rela�onship between
diligent study and lived experience, not only in our faith jou rneys, but as we seek to live Godly
lives?

Jesus came, "For this purpose I was born and for this purpose I have come into the world —to bear
witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth listens to my voice" (John 18:37), to restore us to
be the people God created us to be. To be ourselves, fully living in the truth and love of God, fully
sharing that love and truth with other people.

It’s not about doing wonderful things or preaching amazing sermons. It’s actually just about
si�ng with God and le�ng God shape us. We don’t know what the rest of Nicodemus’ story is.
This is the only part of that encounter that we have. If we read the Genesis reading t his week, we
would have heard the call of Abram by God. Abram responded. Actually, Abram some�mes made
some very bad moves in that response, taking him and his wife to some ‘wrong places’ before
finding the place where God had called the m to be. But Abram did respond, and tried to listen,
even when he got it wrong.

So, what might the story of Nicodemus and Jesus be saying to us this Lent …

Some�mes, we are like Nicodemus. We need to listen to the truths inside us, and to be courageous
enough to find someone to talk them through, with the love of God held between us.

Like Nicodemus, we need to step aside from the voices that sound just like ours, to listen, and to
bring our ques�ons before God and seek God’s truth and jus�ce for those who most in need are,
not judging others but seeking salva�on for all.

And some�mes we are called to sit in the seat of Jesus – to listen to someone with genuine
ques�ons. We’re not called to browbeat or demand a par�cular answer from them, but to open
our hearts to the God who loves us so much that he sent his Son that we might have a whole and
las�ng life.

And we need to look at Jesus’ model for mission. Jesus is not afraid to speak truth into social
injus�ces, but most o�en it was in the one-to-one encounters with other people that these
changes begin.
If they’d had coffee or tea in Jesus’ �me, there would have been a cup there, or a beer or wine.

Let’s not be so busy ‘doing’ stuff for God that we fail to no�ce when we simply need to open our
hearts to our neighbour and allow God’s love to flow between us.

Have a good week, be joyful, keep the faith and keep doing the li�le things that make a difference
to those you love and those in need.
