	Current Control Measures
Tables placed at the back of the Church along the West Wall in the  North Isle and blocked off at one end with some chairs stacked to prevent access to the serving area
Supervised at all times during service and when serving.  Most of the provisions are stored in a container that is not too heavy to be carried.  Water carried in plastic jugs to Church. Tea and Hot Chocolate made with water heated in a small urn in the Church and away from parishioner’s, children etc.  Coffee provided in canisters and taken across to the Church.  Urn to be removed at end of service when there are minimum people around.
Those having refreshments to be encouraged to move away from serving area to keep area as clear as possible
Volunteers manning / organising refreshments are continually warned to take care when walking on the paths particularly during wet/slippery conditions and to wear sensible shoes
Pathways swept regularly.
