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Once upon a time there was a little girl who dreamed 
of being the princess in her own fairytale. She dreamed 
that her prince would come, sweep her off her feet and 
they would live happily ever after.  She kept herself 

pure, prayed for her prince and tried to carefully guard her heart.  One day 
her warrior prince did come and he swept her off her feet. It was the perfect 
romance and she dreamed of the “happily ever after” that would come after 
they said, “I do.”  Ten months after the glorious day of saying, “I do,” the 
fairytale came crashing down.  THAT GIRL WAS ME!   
 
You see, my husband opened the door back up to sexual addiction and por-
nography.  The fairytale ended.  Slowly, after three years of fighting together 
against that awful dragon, my fairytale prince became the enemy in my heart.  
My heart was so closed and bruised that I never felt I could love with my 
whole heart again.  I became hopeless, angry and bitter.   When we were at 
our lowest point, I discovered that I was also battling postpartum depression.  
Then a friend told me about Life Awakening. 
 
During my first session, three years of pain gushed out like a river.  Hope-
lessness turned to hope as Linda spoke that this was not the end and there 
was hope for me and our marriage. Among a lot of other pain, betrayal and 
abandonment were identified as lies that I clung onto for safety.

“My chains are gone, I’ve been set free. My God, my Savior has ransomed 
me. And like a flood His mercy reigns, unending love, amazing grace.”   
 
My hopelessness was not the end of the story! My husband Josiah started 
going to Life Awakening, too, and God is now giving him deep freedom and 
healing, step by step.  I am forever grateful to Life Awakening for leading us 
to experience how the powerful Gospel of Jesus Christ can be applied!
