Competitors have an 8-minute time allocation to perform their yarn. No preamble is required. Points 

will be deducted for going over time. 

Yarns should not be a string of jokes or one-liners, but a coherent story (yarn) with an emotional or 

humorous under-tone. 

Yarn performances are judged on: Preamble / Physical presence / Dramatic appropriateness / 

memorisation / Originality / Voice clarity, vocal expression and articulation and Entertainment value. 

Yarns should also have an Australian theme or focus.  

Yarns that have won a place in any previous competition should not be performed in this competition. 

Content or themes that may be considered offensive, racist or sexist are strongly discouraged. If a 

poet is unsure about their theme or content they should discuss their concerns with the organiser 

prior to submission.  

The judge’s decisions are final, and discussions will not be entered into.  

It is anticipated that there will be three judges.
