Rules & Regulations 
 

1)  Exhibits entered in breed classes must be registered with the relevant breed  
Society and produce proof of registration on request. Pintos must be registered with 
Pinto Horse Association of NSW Inc.  

2)  The decision of the judge is final. No discussion will be entered into. 
3) Winners of foal classes may also compete for champion of in the appropriate sex 

championship if applicable in their respective rings 
4)  Stallions may compete in Open Hack Rings and Open Show Hunter Rings, however must 

be ridden or handled by a person 18 years of age or over and under control at all times. 
Under no circumstances will a Stallion be permitted in the Beginner or Intermediate 
Ring. 

5) Pony, Galloway, Hack, Intermediate, and Beginner classes are open to all horses. Horses 
DO NOT need to be registered to compete in these classes. 

6)    A Novice Horse, is a horse who while competing singularly, has not won at an  
  Agricultural Show. A Novice Pinto is a horse which has not won a 1st place at  
  an “A” class show. 
7)  For the purpose of the Open Hack Rings an Intermediate Horse, is a horse who, while 

competing singularly, has not placed 1st, 2nd or 3rd  in a similar class at any Royal Show. 
8)  Horses competing in the Show Hunter classes are not permitted to compete in the Open 

Hack classes. Horses competing in the Open Hack classes are not to compete in the Show 
Hunter classes. 

9) Ponies / Galloways / Hacks may only compete in one of the following: Childs 
Pony/Galloway/ Hack or Adults Pony / Galloway/ Hack. Show Hunters may only 
compete in one of the following: Childs or Adults Show Hunter Pony / Galloway / Hack. 

10)  Horses entered in the Coloured hack classes must be registered with the  
  relevant colour breed society, ie. Pintos, Palominos, Buckskins etc. 
11)        Riders and Handlers competing in the Beginner and Intermediate Rings are  
  ineligible to compete in any other ring.  
12) All riders and handlers MUST sign an indemnity waiver and wear the wrist band 

provided at all times while competing. If not insured under the AHSA or its affiliates a fee 
of $13 will apply. 
 Proof of membership will be required. 

       13)    All riders must wear boots and regulation approved safety helmets in all   
  classes including novelty, beginner and handler classes. Riders found not to be  
  wearing an approved helmet will be asked to dismount. 
       14)  The beginner ring is designed for people who have not competed in any Open  
  Show. This ring will be walk/ trot only. 
       15)    If you are riding in the beginners ring you are only permitted to ride as a Rider  
  on Lead OR not on Lead. You are not allowed to compete in both classes.  
16) The Intermediate Ring you must not have competed at an Open Show in Open Hack 

classes. This ring is designed for people who have won in the beginners ring but are not 
yet ready to compete in the Open Ring.  

  A Canter will be asked for in this ring. 
17) The handler/rider of any horse deemed by the show committee to not be under                                                                     

effective control may be asked to remove the horse from the showground. 
18) Any handler/rider acting in an offensive manner will be asked to leave the showground. 
 19) Cruelty: Persons who are considered by the Ringmaster or Chief Steward to be abusive 

or cruel to a horse will be expelled from the ground. No horse will be permitted to 
compete if, in the opinion of the Ringmaster or Chief Steward, it is in poor health or 
condition.

Off The Track NSW Qualifying Regulations 

1. Off the track is open to all Thoroughbreds that have officially raced or barrier  

trialled. This can be local, national or international. All horses are required to  

be 3 years and over, and be no less than 14.2hh. All horses will be Registered  

with Racing Australia.   

Registrations will be checked. 

2. Racing Name is to be used. 

3. Qualifying Shows must be affiliated with Agricultural Societies Council of NSW 

Ltd, or Show Horse Council of Australasia Inc. 

4. OTT Qualifying classes will be judged as a ridden class. 

5. Once  an OTT has won Champion, that horse cannot compete in other qualifiers 

within the season. The Season, is a calendar year. Horses that have won a Reserve 

Champion/Runner Up, may continue in the series. All Champions and Reserve  

Champions/Runner ups, will be eligible to compete in the state final. 

6. Horses will be judged as a good example of a thoroughbred, rather than that of a 

 riding horse/hunter type, with the following taken into consideration. 

. Thoroughbred qualities 

. Conformation 

.  Manners, paces and performance 

.  Injuries caused through racing, such as blemishes, are allowed. 

7. Judges decision is final in the qualifiers, and the state finals. 

Horse and owner must reside in NSW to compete in the Off The Track NSW Series
