As we get closer to Easter Sunday, we wanted to reach out to you during 

this challenging time for so many. 

While many of us are physically back at church, we realize some have chosen to stay 

away for a while longer. Please know that we certainly understand the desire to stay as 

we continue to go through this unprecedented pandemic. 

On March 28 we will observe Palm Sunday, a time of great hardship and trial for God’s 

people during the days of Jesus. On that day, Jesus’ rode into Jerusalem on a donkey as 

the people shouted Hosanna. A few days later those same people would be shouting 

crucify him! 

If possible, join us for our Holy Week Services. Holy Thursday (7pm) Good Friday 

(3pm) the Easter Vigil on Saturday (8pm) and our regular Masses on Easter Sunday. 

We have little doubt that Holy Week and Easter will still seem quite different whether 

you are in church our watching the services live stream.

Three days later he rose in tremendous victory 

over death! 

Regardless of what happens in this world this year, Jesus has already been there! He 

knows about our needs and cares for us. One of my favorite scripture passages is this: 

“For only a penny you can buy two sparrows, yet not one sparrow falls to the ground 

without your Father’s consent. As for you, even the hairs of your head have all been 

counted. So, do not be afraid; you are worth much more than many sparrows. Mt. 10.29-

31). 

Please know YOU are valued. So, wherever you may be worshipping this Holy Week and 

Easter, rest assured the church of Jesus in NOT confined to a building. The Church is the 

body of believers joined together to impact a lost and dying world. 

Let us declare the hope we have in Jesus this Holy Week and throughout the Easter that 

follows.
