St. Alphonsus Liguori Feast Day: August 1

St. Alphonsus Liguori, (1696-1787) was born in
Marianella, near Naples, in Italy. When he was young,
he displayed exceptional intelligence and piety, earn-

ing a doctorate in civil and canon law by the age of
16. Feeling a calling to dedicate his life to God and
the service of others, however, he abandoned his le-
gal career and pursued ordination to the priesthood.
He was ordained at the age of 30 in 1726. He was a
prolific theologian and founder of the Congregation of
the Most Holy Redeemer (The Redemptorists). Re-
nowned for his profound devotion to the Eucharist
and insightful theological teachings, he is the patron
saint of moral theologians.
