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BILL INTRODUCED IN CONGRESS 
TO PREVENT ICE BANS

	 U.S. Representative John Joyce (R-
PA) along with more than sixty Repub-
lican cosponsors has introduced House 
Resolution 1435 "To amend the Clean 
Air Act to prevent the elimination of the 
sale of internal combustion engines."
	 Titled the "Preserving Choice in Vehi-
cle Purchases Act," H.R. 1435 was intro-
duced March 8 and is designed to protect 
Americans' right to choose the technolo-
gy that powers their motor vehicles, and 
the measure was introduced in response 
to the California Air Resources Board's 
(CARB) plans to ban the sale of new

internal combustion engine (ICE) vehi-
cles by 2035.  The Preserving Choice in 
Vehicle Purchases Act would restrict the 
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) from issuing any waiver for new 
regulations that would ban the sale or use 
of new motor vehicles with internal com-
bustion engines (ICEs).
	 The bill follows action in August 2022 
by CARB which approved new require-
ments on automakers that would effec-
tively ban the sale of new ICE cars and 
light trucks by 2035 in favor of so-called 
zero-emission vehicles, like plug-in hy-
brid, full battery-electric, and hydrogen 
fuel cell vehicles.
	 Lawmakers supporting H.R. 1435 
say it is important that the EPA does not 
permit CARB's ZEV (zero emissions ve-
hicle) mandate to take effect, as it could 
lead to 17 other states that have followed 
all or part of California's previous clean-
car rules adopting similar proposals.
	 H.R. 1435 has been referred for con-
sideration to the U.S. House Energy and 
Commerce Committee.
 

EU LAWMAKERS APPROVE 2035 
BAN ON NEW FOSSIL FUEL 

VEHICLES
	 The European Parliament has formal-

ly approved a law to effectively ban the 
sale of new petrol and diesel cars in the 
European Union from 2035, aiming to 
speed up the switch to electric vehicles 
and combat climate change.
	 The landmark rules will require that 
by 2035 carmakers must achieve a 100% 
cut in CO2 emissions from new cars 
sold, which would make it impossible to 
sell new fossil fuel-powered vehicles in 
the 27-country bloc.
	 EU countries agreed to the deal with 
lawmakers last October, but still need to 
formally rubber stamp the rules before 
they can take effect.  Final approval is 
expected soon.
	 The car CO2 law is part a broader 
package of tougher EU climate policies, 
designed to deliver the bloc's targets to 
slash greenhouse gas emissions this de-
cade.
 

STATES CONSIDER 
ANTI-PROFILING, LANE 

SPLITTING AND HELMET LAWS
	 Legislatures are a hotbed of pro-mo-
torcycle activity from coast to coast, with 
many states considering laws to prohibit 
anti-biker profiling by law enforcement, 
allow motorcyclists to filter between traf-

3) and Texas (SB 616).
 

BANISHING KIDS FROM 
MOTORCYCLES

	 While some states require that a pas-
senger's feet touch the footpegs in order 
to legally ride on the back of a motorcy-
cle, indicating adequate physical stature, 
New York and Georgia are attempting to 
take it a step further by restricting passen-
gers by a minimum age.
	 A2690 in New York would "Prohib-
it children under the age of twelve from 
riding on a motorcycle," while SB71 in 
Georgia states; "Manner of Riding Mo-
torcycle; motorcycle passengers shall be 
no younger than 16 years of age," and 
both bills have been referred to their re-
spective committees where staunch oppo-
sition can be expected from rider groups.
 
ITALY TO LIMIT VEHICLE ACCESS 

PRIOR TO OLYMPICS
	 In 2026, Italy will host the 25th Win-
ter Olympics, and with activities planned 
throughout the surrounding areas, the Ital-
ian government has kicked its Olympic 
preparations into overdrive with initia-
tives like the "Dolomites Low Emission 
Zone", which stands to limit access to the 
mountainous region starting in 2024.
	 Under the proposal, aimed at "Low-
ering noise and carbon emissions prior 
to the 2026 Winter Olympics," authori-
ties would limit access to the Dolomite 
Mountains by instituting a reservation 
system to reach the passes by vehicle.
	 A government official told a German 
media outlet, "We want less noise, we 
want fewer emissions and that requires a 
new legal construct."
	 While the local governments already 
got the ball rolling, the plan requires ap-
proval from federal ministries in Rome 
before moving forward. If approved, Ita-
ly could institute a vehicular quota for the 
Dolomites region with aims to "exclude 
particularly noisy vehicles and to set and 
comply with a maximum volume of traf-
fic."
	 Though officials cite the Milano Cor-
tina Olympic Games as the initiative's 
driving force, they also hope that the Do-
lomites Low Emission Zone has a lasting 
impact.
 

FRANCE PROHIBITS EV 
"GREENWASHING"

	 While EVs may represent the future 
of mobility, most electric automobiles, 
motorcycles, and e-scooters can't fully 
stand by their zero-emissions claims, and 
for now, in France at least, manufacturers 
can no longer claim carbon neutrality if 
their production and recharging process-

es emit greenhouse gases.
	 Nearly all electric-powered vehicles 
produce no greenhouse gases directly, 
however, many mining and manufactur-
ing processes emit CO2.  The same goes 
for EV charging, which doesn't draw 
from electric sources exclusively.  Many 
EV naysayers cling to this conundrum as 
an argument against the imminent tran-
sition, but many OEMs can no longer 
make these claims in France.  Instituted 
on January 1, 2023, the new law prohibits 
manufacturers from claiming a vehicle is 
carbon neutral if the same can't be said of 
its production or recharging stages.
	 Up to this point, the country has 
championed EV-promoting bills, but the 
latest bill takes aim at the advertisement 
practices adopted by many electric mo-
bility brands.  Under Article L229-68, 
a company cannot claim that a product 
is carbon neutral unless it provides sub-
stantiation, and should an OEM maintain 
greenwashing verbiage in its advertising 
without the aforementioned proof, au-
thorities have the right to fine the legal 
entity €100,000 ($105,500 USD) to en-
sure their customers are not duped.
 

TAYTAY INSTITUTES 
"NO HELMET POLICY"

	 The former Kingdom of Taytay in the 
Philippines has enacted an executive or-
der forbidding riders from wearing hel-
mets.
	 Back in 2009, Republic Act 10054, or 
the Motorcycle Helmet Act was signed 
into law in the Philippines, mandating 
all motorcycle riders, as well as their pil-
lion (passengers), to wear a safety hel-
met designed specifically for motorcycle 
riding.  But this year, Mayor Allan De 
Leon signed Executive Order (EO) No. 
62, Series of 2023, which now "prohib-
its motorcycle riders, as well as their pil-
lion, from wearing their safety helmets, 
masks, and similar objects while riding 
on municipal and barangay roads within 
the territorial jurisdiction of Taytay."
	 The new law was enacted in response 
to the rising incidents involving "un-
known motorcycle driving assailants" 
who "carry out crimes and escape arrest 
from police authorities," and authorizes 
deputized enforcers to require riders and 
their pillions to remove their helmets, 
balaclava, or similar face covering while 
riding on city streets.
	 Motorcycle Rights Organization 
(MRO), slammed Taytay's new rule, call-
ing it "another knee-jerk legislation" that 
compromises the safety of motorcycle 
riders and their pillions.  "Our lawmak-
ers need to learn how to do research and 

fic lanes, and doff the lids.
	 Tennessee, for example, has two such 
legislative efforts: SB 1450 would cre-
ate a four-year pilot program excluding 
adults 21 and older from wearing a helmet 
unless they are insured under the state's 
Medicaid program (companion bill HB 
0042 failed in House subcommittee); and 
companion bills HB 1454 and SB 0298 
which "authorizes two-wheeled motor-
cycles to be operated between rows of 
stopped or moving vehicles in the same 
lane on certain limited access highways 
and interstate highways when the speed 
of traffic is 25 miles per hour or less."
	 For most riders in the U.S., lane split-
ting is considered illegal, but more and 
more are considering legislation that 
re-examines the scope and possibilities 
of such maneuvers, such as Colorado's 
HB 23-1059 that seeks to fund a feasi-
bility study to determine what a safe lane 
splitting law for Coloradans might look 
like.
	 The bill is titled "A Bill for an Act 
Concerning Studying Permitting Motor-
cycles to Drive Around Motor Vehicles 
Traveling in the Same Direction" and, 
if passed, the study would be conducted 
jointly by the Colorado Department of 
Transportation and the Colorado State 
Patrol.
	 A new lane filtering bill is under con-
sideration in Oregon again in 2023, and 
the text of SB 422 is substantively iden-
tical to a broadly bipartisan bill that was 
passed in 2021 to allow riders to operate 
between lanes of slow-moving traffic on 
a highway, but that bill was vetoed by 
then-governor Kate Brown.  The big-
gest difference between then and now, is 
newly-elected Governor Tina Kotek, al-
though she has not stated her position.
	 Lane splitting would still not be al-
lowed in Missouri, but low-speed lane 
filtering in certain situations would be 
fine if HB 1046 passes.  According to the 
legislative language, lane filtering "be-
tween rows of slow-moving vehicles" 
would be allowed within the state, but 
lane splitting between fast-moving traffic 
would not.
	 The introduction of this bill comes 
about two and a half years following the 
repeal of Missouri's state helmet law.  
Nebraska has hopes of becoming the 
32nd state with partial or no helmet laws, 
with the introduction of Legislative Bill 
91 on January 5, 2023, which would ex-
empt riders 21 or older who have passed 
an approved rider training course.
	 Meanwhile, bills to restrict the pro-
filing of motorcycle riders by police are 
under consideration in Oklahoma (HB 
2426), Kansas (SB 108), Missouri (SCR

nizers of the 'world's largest custom mo-
torcycle show' reporting an attendance 
of 160,000 people and showcasing 720 
companies from 35 different countries 
spread out over 100,000 square meters 
of indoor/outdoor exhibition space!
	 This homage to our industry also used 
7 pavilions, 5 outdoor areas, and hosted 
breathtaking shows with "hundreds of 
demo rides, more than 100 scheduled 
events and more than 3,000 motorbikes 
on display."
	 Motor Bike Expo is "a trade fair that 
focuses on motorcyclists and the use of

	 The Motorcycle Awareness Program 
(M.A.P.) is aimed at the target high school 
driver’s education class audience because 
the future drivers of Arizona need to be 
aware of motorcycles before they ever get 
behind the wheel. It is hoped that the “fu-
ture drivers of Arizona” share the program’s 
information with their friends and family.  
	 The M.A.P. presentation and presen-
tation materials were originally created by 
East Valley Chapter member Sporty Jim 
Steckbauer. The program has come a long 
way from presenting with chalkboard dia-
grams, overhead projector slides, and VHS 
movies to an informative PowerPoint 
presentation which presents awareness 
of motorcycles using graphics and vid-
eos from NHTSA, MSF,  Texas De-
partment of Safety, Utah Department 
of Safety, and ABATE of Pennsylva-
nia’s OSAL {Operation Save A Life} 
Program. East Valley Chapter mem-
bers Joe Silk and Jim Silk ensure that 
the program information is up to date 
and reflects current traffic situations 
and laws.  For example, the presenta-
tion was recently updated to include 
information on the ABATE-sponsored 
lane filtering bill and subsequent law. 

Using the current information and Pow-
erPoint, Jim and Joe have primarily been 
responsible for showing students how 
to ‘Share The Road’ twice a year for the 
past 22 years. 
	 Photos and video graphics of who 
motorcyclists are, what they drive, and 
what motorcyclists look like out there on 
the road are demonstrated in their pre-
sentation. After they present some great 
awareness information, the students then 
take a short quiz on what was shown. 
Presenters verbally go through a nine 

	 ABATE of Arizona’s Motorcy-
cle Awareness Program (M.A.P.) is 
currently presented to student drivers 
education classes twice per year at 
five East Valley high schools.

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	 Just before the end of 2022, Rep. Tim Walberg of Michigan and 
26 of his colleagues in Congress sent a letter to the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) regarding recent crashes that 
involve motorcycles and cars believed to be in self-driving mode.
	 The response from government regulators has some key take-
aways:
	     "NHTSA is actively working to educate consumers and the me-
dia that ADAS technologies are not self-driving technologies, and that 
drivers must always remain engaged in the driving task."
	     "Crashes involving motorcycles account for less than 2 percent 
of all reported crashes involving vehicles with either ADS or Level 2 
ADAS technologies."

MRF Editor's Note: The MRF wishes to clarify the distinction between 
an automated driving system (ADS) and advanced driver assistance 
systems (ADAS).
	 The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) 
refers to "self-driving" technologies that do not require a driver's 
constant attention (and may not require a driver at all) as ADS. The 
agency refers to technologies that support drivers but require a hu-
man driver to remain fully engaged in the driving task as ADAS.

question quiz with them, giving exam-
ples of real life experiences that relate 
to each question throughout. 
	 {ed: From the way Jim ex-
plained it to me, it seems like portions 
of the presentation are intended to 
‘personalize’ the motorcyclists to the 
students… talking about different rid-
ers & their experiences [who], [what] 
their reasons are for riding, and the 
numerous situations [where] they 
might, as drivers, interact with bikes 
on the roadways. Now, thanks to this 
class, rather than seeing a motorcy-
cle as just another vehicle on the road 
these young drivers are more likely to 
see a motorcyclist as a person, going 
about his or her day.}

	 Part of the presentation includes 
going outdoors to witness a few mo-
torcycle ‘ride bys’ and having the 
students guess its speed. This helps 
demonstrate how hard it is to judge 
the speed of a motorcycle. The ‘nar-
row profile’ of a motorcycle coming 
at you is discussed, including how

easily it can be hidden by small ob-
jects or possibly even ignored due 
to larger vehicles around it. The out-
door demonstration ends with a brief 
demonstration on how a rider operates 
the bike and what a future passenger 
should do when riding.
	 Many motorcycle riders have 
assisted Jim and Joe with the aware-
ness classes over the past 22 years. 
The greatest assistant to the class is the 
person operating the outdoor demon-
stration.   Without a motorcycle rider 
doing these demonstration rides, the 
class would not be a success. It is a 
small part, but a huge difference to 
make the student drivers of Arizona 
aware of bikers.
	 The goal is to expand this MAP 
program statewide, ideally with at 
least one volunteer instructor in each ABATE 
Chapter. The program is in need of certified in-
structors in the Phoenix, Tucson, Show Low, 
Flagstaff, and western Arizona areas.  
	 The primary purpose of ABATE’s Mo-
torcycle Awareness Program is to spread the 
word about safely sharing the road, safe mo-
torcycling, and to promote a positive image of 
motorcyclists. What better way than to speak 
to the future drivers of our state? The students 
will hopefully be better equipped car and truck 
drivers and also be more aware and watch out 
for us.
	 Although most of these classes are for 
High School drivers education students, the 
MAP can be presented to other high school 
classes (such as a health class) and other orga-
nizations to help them meet their safety educa-
tion requirements. Promoting awareness thru 
rides, banners, and street demonstrations are 
helpful but providing visual and demonstrative 
awareness examples provided in a classroom 
environment ensures a lasting and more sub-
stantive impression on how to look out for a 
motorcyclist.
