Rex the CEO of Arizona Burn Foun-
dation came in today and I was able to
hand over a check for $18,098 from the
money that was raised here at Main Stage
on Feb 4th at the Camp Courage Fund-
raising Event sponsored by Law Tigers
Arizona.

This money will send 12 children burn
survivors to Camp Courage this year, to
spend a life-changing week at a camp
which will serve as an integral milestone
in their burn journey. This is full circle
for me, as this is a camp that I personal-
ly went to as a child after suffering 3rd
degree burns to 17% of my body. Camp
Courage is a camp that changed my life
in the most positive way after some of
the toughest times for me and my family.
This camp helped give me the courage
to endure the year of bandages and treat-
ments and painful healing that I needed.
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$18,000 brings a tear to my eye for
what was raised, and just as important it
will bring hope to so many young burn
survivors. We almost doubled the amount
raised last year! The cost per camper is
$1,500, which means we can send 12
campers to spend a life-changing week
at a camp, which will serve as an integral
milestone in their burn journey.

Thank you to the Law Tigers Arizo-
na, for not only sponsoring this amazing
event but for all the work you do lead-
ing up to and during the event. It would
not happen without you and we love you
guys. They also organized 80 amazing
riders who came up from Buddy Stubbs
Harley-Davidson and rode up to the
event on Sunday braving the cold.

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It’s a camp that showed me that I wasn’t
alone in what I had endured and that I
could still be a kid despite any trauma
we endured. But my love for the Arizona
Burn Foundation doesn’t stem just from
my own experience. It stems from the
stories of the children I met, of how they
came to be burn survivors, and the trauma
they had experienced. It's the little boy
Mikey that was in the hospital room next
to me for months at the burn unit who, at
5 years old, reached for a french fry from
a boiling pot when his babysitter wasn’t
looking and now had 80% of his body
in 3rd degree burns. Mikey would spend
months in the hospital and years of treat-
ments and surgeries and navigate a life
of people looking at him differently from
his visible scars. It’s watching Mikey lat-
er at camp, smiling and laughing and just
being able to be a kid again for a week
without anyone looking at him because
he looked different from any other kid.
It’s the kids that have endured more than
we can imagine and their inspiration and
courage to embrace their scars and heal
from it. Their stories, their courage and
their strength is something I have carried
with me throughout my life. So this is for
all those kids, to give hope back to them
when they need it the most. Thank you
