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MASTER’S ORDINANCE

No. VIII-6 OF 15TH August 2007

CONCERNING THE CREATION OF THE INTERNATIONAL FAMILIARIS CONSORTIO INSTITUTE

(Translation from the French)
The Master

In the light of the Rule of the Knights of Our Lady, chap.1.4, of the Constitutions of the Militia Sanctae Mariae, chapters 1.2, 2.3, 8.4, having prayed God and taken counsel,

COMMANDS:

1. The creation of the International Familiaris Consortio Institute (IFCI). The IFCI is an organism issuing from the Order and entirely dependent on it.

2. The International Familiaris Consortio Institute, I.F.C.I., has, as its aim, within the context of the traditional doctrine of the Catholic Church on marriage and the family and in the spirit of the Gospel of life, and notably the Apostolic Exhortation of the 22, November, 1981, to sustain and promote activities in the expanding area of family politics, its field of action being all those countries where the MSM is represented. This ordinance governs its structure.

3. To carry out these objectives, I.F.C.I. proposes:

· To sustain and carry out an activity to defend and promote the rights, duties and interests of the Family, in everything that is relevant to its value, so as to favour the real improvement of its situation and the personal fulfilment of its members.

· To promote formative and informative activities about the Family.

· To exercise the right to demand respect for the Family and human life from conception till natural death.

· To develop studies and research regarding the Family and family politics.

· To publish and to support the publication of books and other formational material about the rights of the Family and human life, especially to access a wide public.

· To participate actively with, and in, those areas in each country connected with the development of family policies.

4. In order to carry out its objectives more effectively. I.F.C.I. can:

· Establish agreements with organisations and associations, that can be at various levels (national, international, etc.), having the same or similar objectives, to which it can be affiliated or with which it can be associated, namely by federations.

· Put forward its own involvement in a variety of programmes and projects, even if this involves a financial support for the backing organisation(s), be they public or private.

· Establish methods of cooperation with other public or private organisations, regarding above all the shared use of services and resources, with a view to the development of common and complementary activities.
5. I.F.C.I. is under the direction of a President appointed by the Master for a duration of 3 years. The President presents a report of its activity to the Master in a way and at a frequency yet to be defined.

6. The President is assisted by a Council, made up mainly of senior members of the Order.

7. In those nations where the Order has a structured existence, it may be possible to create a local association, to fulfil the objectives of I.F.C.I., under the responsibility of someone named by the national delegate (of the Order) and using a name accepted by the President.

This ordinance is given ad experimendum for a duration of at least 3 years.
