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RIT DEPLOYMENT ACCOUNTABILITY
MAYDAY RESPONSE PROCEDURE

1. Fire ground companies switch to alternate radio frequency.
2. Escalate to the next alarm (e.g. Box to a Second Alarm)
3. EMS Box Alarm (Ambulances Only)
4. Back-up RIT to RIT Sector 
R.I.T. ACTIVATION RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Deploy additional ladders in order to prepare access/escape routes.

2. Reevaluate accessibility issues /forcible entry problems, e.g. burglar bars, rolling doors, to expedite accessibility during R.I.T. operations. 

3. Collapse/Technical Rescue Team from a surrounding MABAS Division.
4. Ensure with I.C. that Secondary R.I.T. Companies are dispatched and identified.

5. Debrief the Secondary R.I.T. Officer prior to assignment

6. Establish a R.I.T. Staging area for equipment, medical treatment and additional R.I.T. personnel.
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
