To provide assistance to a stricken community that requests the hazardous materials team through interdivisional agreements or the state response plan.

1. Dispatching the Team

1.1 Upon request of the team, Division XII will send out the tone for the MABAS XII HazMat Team.

1.2 Each department requested will notify the personnel required and report within 15 minutes to Division XII by phone the amount of hazardous materials technicians that will respond with estimated ETA.

NOTE:  Two technicians from each department listed on the box card is recommended.  

1.3 If a department is unable to respond within one (1) hour to the staging area, Division XII will then contact the next department, by phone, in the alternate section until ten technicians and a coordinator is staffed.

2. Personal and Vehicle Preparedness

2.1 The staging area is located at Addison Station #3, 100 S. Rohlwing Rd.

2.2 It is recommended that departments transport technicians in department vehicles to the staging area to prevent congestion of vehicles at the staging area and to determine transport vehicles.

2.3 HazMat Team Members are to be in uniform.

2.4 The coordinator shall complete the Equipment/Supply Check List (Appendix A) prior to departure.

3 Accountability

3.1 The Passport Accountability System is to be established prior to departure and followed through deployment.

A list of technicians is to be left at Addison Station #3.

4.
Response

4.1 Multiple vehicles will be needed to transport the trailer and technicians.

4.2 Vehicles are to remain in formation during response to the incident location or incident staging area.

5.
Mitigation

5.1 The Division XII HazMat Team will function under the Incident Management System of the Stricken Community.

5.2 If the need to be self-sufficient arises, the HazMat Team will follow Division XII Hazardous Materials Standard Operating Procedures.

5.3
Due to the size and complexity of an incident, the HazMat Team may be given another assignment other than hazardous materials mitigation.  The HazMat Team is to comply with the direction given by the Incident Commander, Operations Section Chief, or Branch Officer to which they have been assigned.

6. Documentation

6.1 The coordinator is responsible for complete documentation in accordance with MABAS Division XII Hazardous Materials Standard Operating Procedures.

6.2 The coordinator is to maintain a log of responses and activities throughout the mutual aid deployment.
