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Section Title:  
Communications
Purpose:  

In all complex and protracted fire department operations, communications play a critical role.  With this in mind the following guidelines should be utilized for communications within the framework of the Incident Command System.
1
The radio channels should  be utilized in the following manner:


1.1

IFERN (154.265) used by Incident Commander, Staging and responding companies.


1.2

The use of radio frequencies 154.280 (WHITE fireground) and 153.803 (RED                 fireground) will be announced by the Incident Commander.  


1.3

Either 154.280 (WHITE fireground) or 153.830 (RED fireground) should be                  designated for use by the Entry Team Supervisor and Entry Team Personnel during “Hot  Zone” operations.


1.4

Other fireground channels that may be used: BLUE (154.295), BLACK (154.2725), GOLD (153.8375), GRAY (154.2875)

2
The pre-entry briefing should identify hand signals that will be used in the event that radio communications between the Entry Team and the Entry Team Supervisor fail.

3
During Hot Zone operations all radio communications should be limited to essential


messages only.

4
All communications directed to the entry team shall be made by the Entry Team Supervisor.
