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Section Title:   DEFINITIONS
Contaminant.  A hazardous material that physically remains on or in people, animals, the environment, or equipment, thereby creating a continuous risk of direct injury or a risk of exposure outside the hot zone.

Contamination.  The process of transferring a hazardous material from its source to people, animals, environment, or equipment, which may act as a carrier.

Control Zones.  The designation of areas at a hazardous materials incident based upon safety and the degree of hazard.

Hot Zone  (Restricted Zone).  The area immediately surrounding  the incident, 

extending far enough to prevent adverse effects from hazardous materials releases to personnel outside the zone.

Warm Zone  (Limited Access Zone).  The area where personnel and equipment decontamination and hot zone support take place.  It includes control points for the access corridor and thus assist in reducing the spread of contamination.

Cold Zone  (Support Zone).  The area that contains the command post and other 
support functions deemed necessary to control the incident.

Decontamination (Contamination Reduction).  The physical and/or chemical process of reducing and preventing the spread of contamination from persons and equipment used at a hazardous materials incident.

Hazard/Hazardous.  Capable of posing an unreasonable risk to air, water, soil quality and to plants or wildlife.

Hazardous Material.   A material that poses an unreasonable risk to the health and safety of operating or emergency personnel, the public, and/or the environment if it is not properly controlled during, handling, storage, manufacturing, processing, packaging, use, disposal, or transportation. 

Haz Mat Safety Officer (H.M.S.O.).  The individual assigned to oversee safety in Haz Mat Division.
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Section Title:   DEFINITIONS
Hazardous Incident Team (TEAM).  Specially trained members of the participating Fire Departments who have met the requirements as specified in Sections 14 and 15 of these Standard Operating Guidelines, and have been approved by their Fire Chief to participate in hazardous materials incidents in specialized functions.
Hazardous Material Branch.  That function within the overall incident command system that deals with the mitigation of a hazardous materials incident.  It is directed by the Haz Mat Branch Officer (H.M.B.O.) and principally the technical aspects of the incident.

Haz Maz Branch Officer (H.M.B.O.).  The person responsible for the management of the hazardous material division.

Incident Commander (IC).  The person responsible for all decisions relating to the management of the incident.  The incident commander is in charge of the incident site.  This is equivalent to the on-scene incident commander as defined by 29 CFR 1910.120.

Incident Command System (ICS).   An organized system of roles, responsibilities, and Standard Operating Guidelines used to manage and direct emergency operations.

Operations.  Directs, coordinates, and controls all tactical activities and functions necessary to carry out the objectives of Command.  Reports directly to the fire department incident commander.
Monitoring Equipment.  Instruments and devices used to identify and quantify contaminants.

Reconnaissance (Recon).  A preliminary survey of the incident by personnel to identify and evaluate the specific mechanics of the incident.

Division.  A geographical or specific function assigned  at a incident, to which the incident commander assigns a person to reduce the span of control.
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Section Title:  GENERAL
Purpose:  The MABAS Division 12 Hazardous Incident Team and the Regional Hazardous Incident Response Team have established these Standard Operating Guidelines as a basis for operating at hazardous materials incidents, either singularly or jointly.  Members from either or both teams may respond to a request for assistance from a stricken fire department or fire protection district when that jurisdiction cannot field the necessary resources to handle the emergency.  Response by either or both teams shall not relieve the stricken jurisdiction of incident command.

2.01
Under certain circumstances involving military transport, military aircraft, the     Department of Defense, the Department of Energy or other federal agencies, incident command may be relinquished by the stricken jurisdiction and passed to federal authorities.

2.02
It shall be the responsibility of each participating fire department and fire protection 
district to meet the required minimums for equipment for first responder use.  The 
required minimum list of equipment is in Appendix A.  It shall also be the responsibility              of each participating fire department and fire protection district to meet the minimum                   training requirements for first responders as specified in the OSHA and NFPA Standards.

2.03 Emergency response t hazardous materials incidents must be a joint and cooperative         effort. Member organizations, local, county, state and federal agencies, private industry

and any other resources that are deemed necessary must cooperate ti attain athe goal of the safe resolution to an emergency response.

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Section Title:  FIRST RESPONDER RESPONSIBILITIES
Purpose:  The overall objective during any hazardous material incident is to stabilize the incident to protect health, property, and the environment.  The involvement of the fire department having jurisdiction continues until the conclusion of the incident.  Extreme caution and attention must be the first consideration of all responding personnel.  To the extent of its manpower, equipment, and level of training, the stricken department should, prior to the notification and arrival of the TEAM, follow these procedures:

3.01
Response to any reported hazardous material incident such as a leak, spill, fire, or potential container failure shall be made with a defensive posture.

3.02  Responding companies should approach from an upwind and uphill direction.  Alternate cross wind routes should be considered if an upwind approach is not possible.

3.03
Stop and assess the incident from a distance upwind and upgrade.  Avoid driving into vapor clouds or smoke.


3.04
Treat all containers as hazardous materials until proven otherwise.


3.05
Avoid the use of water until the material or mixture is determined not to be

water reactive and/or to avoid increased runoff.  Any water runoff that may be contaminated should be contained for later disposal.

3.06   Decide if a close recon can be done safely by the fire department personnel on the scene. 
 If so:

3.06.01 
Commit two men to size up the incident.

3.06.02 
Wear full protective clothing including SCBA.

3.06.03 
Approach from upwind and upgrade.

3.06.04 
Avoid contact with the hazardous material (s) and/or vapor(s).

3.06.05 
Monitor the atmosphere, assess the problem quickly, and return.

3.06.06 
When it is possible to perform an immediate rescue, it should be accomplished with an awareness of the risk and with a minimum number of personnel.

In situations where a rescue is required, the protection and safety of rescuers and

 

victims is paramount.  In such cases all means and methods to accomplish this should be considered.

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Section Title:   TEAM TRAILER  NOTIFICATION & RESPONSE

Equipment and personnel requirements depend upon a multitude of variables inclucing but not limited to; location of the incident, anticipated deployment period, support services required, on scene resources, and resources required to accompany our team, i.e. Decon trailer and other equipment/vehicles needed. Point of departure Addison Fire Station #3.

runoff is not possible, or the use of water is contraindicated for the material involved. The procedures for dry decon are:

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Section Title:  CONTAMINATED VICTIMS
Purpose:  A victim who is poisoned or chemically contaminated must be handled properly.  The safety of response personnel and the optimum care of the victim should be the end result.

Before handling a victim three determinations should be made:

16.01.01  That the victim is poisoned or contaminated.

16.01.02  That the victim is alive or has a chance of surviving.

16.01.03  That the product is identified specifically or generally.

Response personnel involved in the rescue attempt shall wear proper protective 

equipment. The victim should be moved from the area of contamination to the decontamination area.  The victim may walk to the decon on his own or with assistance.  If the victim has to be carried, a metal backboard or stokes basket should be used when available.

Victims who have been exposed to contaminants should be given, at minimum, a gross field decontamination.  Clothing should be removed and placed in plastic bags for proper disposal.  If possible, this should be done in the decontamination area.

Medical personnel shall wear protective clothing to prevent or limit contamination during the care of the victim.

The treatment area shall be located just inside the warm zone to prevent or limit the spread of contamination.  The victim should be protected from hot and cold conditions.  Disposable clothing or blankets should be furnished to the victim.

All bodily fluids shall be considered contaminated. When applicable, bodily fluids should

 
be collected and brought to the hospital for laboratory examination and proper disposal.

When communicating with the receiving hospital, medical personnel shall advise of the

In the event of radiological contamination, the only field decontamination of the victim should be the removal of clothing and the brushing of contaminants from the skin.   Clothing shall be isolated for proper disposal.  The use of water  shall be avoided.  Take care to prevent internal contamination of the victim.  Further external decontamination is best accomplished at a medical facility.

16.010.04 Position the first arriving engine with the pump panel facing a hydrant. Start to decontaminate as soon as possible. Speed is of the utmost importance if lives are at risk. Consider placing the deck gun or fog line in use before additional units arrive.

16.010.05 Have the second arriving engine position 12 to 16 feet apart from the first engine facing the opposite direction. The pump panels will be on the aspect and all windows are closed. The basic mass decon coorridor is between the two engines.

16.010.06 MASS DECONTAMINATION: SETTING UP THE EMERGENCY DECON CORRIDOR

           The first engine will provide a water supply to the second. Fog nozzles are                                     attached to the 2 ½” discharges opposite the pump panels on both engines.

16.010.07 Pump pressures are set at 30 psi and fog nozzles are adjusted on wide fog. The fog patterns should meet in the center.

16.011.01 MASS DECON: ADDITIONAL TACTICAL CONSIDERATIONS 



As additional resources arrive, basic mass decon can be expaned adding another                    
engine company. The additional corridor may separate male and female victims or


symtomatic from contaminated victims. Further triage can remove victims who                             were in the area but are not contaminated. These individuals should be segregated                         and held for further evaluation.

16.011.02 Approximately 80 percent of the contamination is removed with clothing. If the    contaminant is radiological or biological, the victim should be wet down before    removing the clothes. Wet chothing prevents reaerosolization as clothing is           removed.

16.011.03 Soap and water is recommended for decontaminating warfare agents. In some       cases, bleach and water will cause more harm to the victim. Mustard agents is an example; bleach and water causes further tissue damage. When capabilities and resourses allow, employ soap and water as the best decontaminate of choice.

16.011.04 In an actual biological attack, response to the agent may come hours or days later. Most likely this response will occur remote from the point of contamination and will not result in a mass decon incident. However, there have been many occasions where a group believes they have been contaminated but show no signs of exposure. In this case, psychological decon may be performed. Victims who initially  are not symptomatic or contaminated can be decontaminated at another location. Use of a fixed facility or the decon trailer offers privacy and peace of mind.

16.011.05 When possible, attempt to capture runoff. Realistically, however, when confronted with hundreds of patients, runoff is a secondary concern. However, uncontrolled runoff may result. Environmental officials and municipal authourities must be notified to assist with runoff control and proper disposal of contaminated materials.

Purpose: To ensure that the physical and mental condition of all fire department personnel operating on the scene of a hazardous materials incident do not deteriorate to the point which affects their own or any other person's safety.

If additional information is needed about the chemical, a resource/associate hospital shall be contacted for assistance.

The (H.M.M.O.) shall ensure that vital signs are taken and documented on the following personnel.

Entry Team - before and after entering the Hot Zone.

17.08.02
Back-Up Entry Team - before and after entering the Hot Zone.

Decon Team - before and after decon.

The (H.M.M.O.) shall forward the completed Entry Data Sheets and rehab sheets for all entry and decon personnel to the H.M.S.O. (Haz Mat Safety Officer).  If a medical condition exists or an exposure has occurred,  an EMS run report shall be used.

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Section Title:  SITE CLEAN-UP
Purpose:  Cleanup of the spilled product, incident site, and associated locations shall be the responsibility of the Spiller.

company must arrange to have the site cleaned up and that the expenses incurred shall be the responsibility of the Spiller.

If representatives of the Command Post determine that, in the interest of Public Safety, 

cleanup of the incident site should not be delayed, then the Incident Commander should request that the appropriate agency,  such as the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency,  notify a suitable professional cleanup contractor.   Failure to have the appropriate agency  contact a cleanup contractor may result in the fire department bearing the cost of the contractor.

The replacement cost of tools, equipment, and protective clothing deemed non-reusable 

by the fire department or the TEAM following the incident shall be the responsibility of the Spiller.   A representative of either the Spiller or the cleanup contractor should review the inventory and issue a receipt for the equipment to a fire department command representative.

The fire department may choose to maintain a representative on the scene of the

 
incident until such time that cleanup is completed.  The final decision on the adequacy and extent  of the clean up should rest with the appropriate agency.
