Program costs and 
application 

The program fee is $300. Consider 
asking your employer or non-profit to 
sponsor your tuition. Need based 
scholarships may be available.

You will receive a confirmation letter 
with further program details upon 
review of your application and receipt 
of program fee. 

The program consists of nine, daylong 
sessions (8:30-4 p.m.) on the 3rd 
Wednesday of each month. Lunch is 
provided. Participants are expected to 
complete the homework and a group 
capstone project. There may be project 
group time required outside of monthly 
sessions.  

To receive a Certificate of Completion 
from Purdue Extension, you are 
expected to attend 8 of the 9 sessions. 

Sessions will include self-assessments, 
small group activities, discussions, 
current community leaders panels, 
videos and real-life applications.    

In 2022, the program will operate 
from March – November and end with 
a graduation on December 7th.
