2) 	The principal went through the progress of the kids. The team was satisfied with the kids’ performance, but showed the need for improvement in English and Science subjects (like last year)
3)	The vice-principal went through the attendance of the teachers (though they were teaching in their homes in small groups), they had 90% attendance, and the King would like to achieve at least 97% attendance in 2023
4)	The entire team sent heartfelt appreciation and thanks to Martin and other trustees
6)	The number of kids were controlled
7)	The next meeting will be scheduled in the first week of March 2022.

1)	Number of kids in school: 102
Number of kids dropped out of school: 7
2)	Number of kids passed with 60% and above: 57
	Number of kids passed with 50% and above: 31
	Number of kids passed with 40% and above: 7
3)	Starting Q2 2022 the teachers had been conducting the regular classes in the school. During Q1 the school committee decided to send 50% of the kids to the teachers’ home and attend the classes. The other 50% came to the school and followed regular schedule. It was very surprising that there had been no covid cases in the village. There is a need for improvement in English and Science subjects. In 2023, Maojang teachers will be giving extra efforts to improve the English and Science levels of the kids. We will be organising extra classes during Spring and Summer breaks in smaller groups.
4)	We will pray for all the villagers, the SACSAS family and well-wishers that we can fight COVID or any similar pandemic and we can thrive.
5) 	We will try not to increase the number of kids in 2023.
